2. Purpose, tasks and competencies of the discipline **Constitutional Law of Ukraine"

The discipline "Constitutional Law of Ukraine” is one of the normative disciplines, which is studied in all
higher legal educational institutions and faculties. Its task is to acquaint students with the basics of the constitutional
order of Ukraine, human rights and freedoms, the basics of the organization of state power in Ukraine, etc .; to teach
them to independently use normative acts, to correctly understand the role and meaning of constitutional terms and
institutions, to apply the norms of constitutional law.

The subject of the discipline "Constitutional Law of Ukraine™ is a system of legal norms that establish the basic
principles of economic and political organization of society, the formation, organization and competence of the most
important parts of the state mechanism, territorial organization of the state, determine the relationship between state and
individual.

The purpose of the discipline "Constitutional Law of Ukraine” is to form students' understanding of the
constitutional and legal reality, the development of skills to use the acquired knowledge in practice. It promotes the
education of students' deep personal respect for universally recognized moral and legal values, the modern state and
legal status of Ukraine increases the general and legal culture of students.

The study of educational material of the discipline "Constitutional Law of Ukraine" is based on the knowledge
of students acquired in such disciplines as "Theory of State and Law", "History of State and Law of Ukraine", "History
of State and Law of Foreign Countries”. The discipline should create theoretical foundations for the study of such
disciplines as "State Law of Foreign Countries”, "Administrative Law", "Criminal Law", "Labor Law" and others.

Students work on the topics of each section of the discipline by studying the recommended educational and
special literature (textbooks, lecture notes, scientific articles, publications in journals, scientific collections, materials of
scientific conferences, etc.) and studying and mastering the Constitution of Ukraine, laws and others normative-legal
acts that regulate constitutional-legal relations. Elaboration of current regulations necessitates constant monitoring of
changes in legislation, use in preparation for the seminar such official publications of public authorities of Ukraine as
"Vedomosti Verkhovnoi Rady Ukrainy", the newspaper "Voice of Ukraine", "Governmental Courier" , “Bulletin of the
Constitutional Court of Ukraine”, etc.
