- appreciate the strategic importance of public communications
as a key form of communication by organisations;

- develop a critical appreciation of the ethical and legal issues
involved in Public Communication;

- be capable of describing and discussing the various policies of
the EU related to Public Communication;



- understand how business, politics, government and society
interact with each other in the EU;

- have experience of working both independently and in small
teams.
