The new king had to overcome the economic
crisis, but the appointment of a Scotsman, John
Lowe, to the key position of Comptroller
General led to a financial crisis due to the
issuance of a large number of unsecured
banknotes.

In the mid-eighteenth century, France was
involved in a series of wars that exacerbated
its already difficult economic situation.

Austria (1740-1748) and then entered the
Seven Years' War (1756-1763) against
England. As a result of the latter conflict,
France lost all its colonies in the New World
and India.

At the turn of the century, France saw the
development of industry and agriculture. The
country's population grew to 26 million people by
1790, of which the majority, 84%, were peasants.
Some nobles switched to the capitalist path of
development, while peasants, who owned 40% of
the land, continued to follow ancient customs
and rules. It was a time of significant social and
economic change.

Other examples
were champar and tithe, which involved
payment for the transfer of inheritance, baking
bread, and grinding grain on the lord's land. In
addition, there were various road, bridge, and
other duties of the "eternal lords".

Absolutism hindered the development of trade
and industry in France. The development of
capitalist relations required the destruction of the
existing system, which persisted in agriculture, as
well as the shop system and monopoly privileges.
The remnants of feudalism, such as the absence
of a unified system of weights and measures,
internal customs, etc., hindered the formation of a
common French market.
