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1.2. Methodical approaches to the formation of geological and
geomorphological skills of students in the study of school geography

Geographical education of the population is one of the main tasks of
general education. The key problem in the field of teaching school
geography is the problem of forming a system of physical and geographical
knowledge, in which a significant role is played by geological and
geomorphological knowledge.

The study of the basics of geology in the school course of physical
geography has traditionally been of great importance. Modern research on
the importance of geological knowledge in the school course of geography
should include the work of L. M. Datsenko [3], T.V.Zavialova [5],
V. M. Ivanova [6, 7], M. D. Krochak [8], A. A. Liventseva [9],
O. V. Nepsha [10, 11, 12], I. S. Paranko [13], S. G. Polovka [14],
L. A. Prokhorova [15-20], G. V. Tambovtsev [21], O. Topuzov [22],
T. A. Shulga [23].
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In the scientific achievements of L. A. Prokhorova, O. V. Nepsha and
T. V. Zavialova [5, 10, 11, 12 15-20] didactic conditions of didactic
conditions of formation of geological-geomorphological skills and abilities of
students in geography lessons are analyzed in detail; the pedagogical
conditions of formation of geological-geomorphological abilities and skills at
studying of a school course of geography in general educational institutions
are substantiated. In a study by T. A. Shulga and L. A. Pokas [23] revealed
the possibilities of interactive methods in solving the problem of formation of
geomorphological concepts. O. Topuzov and L. Maltseva[22] and
S. G. Polovka [21] in their works identified the features of the formation of
geological-geomorphological and geological knowledge in the process of
teaching physical geography in secondary school.

Analysis of scientific and methodological literature has shown that
extensive experience has been accumulated in solving the problem of
geological literacy. The process of formation of geological and
geomorphological skills should be carried out taking into account the
following conditions: gradual introduction into the educational process of
practical and independent work in accordance with the content of the school
geography course program; in the process of in-house processing of field
research during geological excursions, hikes, students should see the results
of their work and relate them to the theoretical knowledge gained in
geography lessons.

Geomorphology studies the relief of the earth's surface as a system-
forming element of the whole environment. Meteorological and climatic
features, the nature of surface and groundwater, soil and vegetation,
landscapes. The distribution of the Earth’s population and its economic
activity also largely depend on the morphology of the earth’s surface, the
origin and age of large or small landforms, the rate of their transformation
due to natural or anthropogenic factors.

Geological environment — the upper horizons of the lithosphere,
which interact with the technosphere (technical objects). The boundaries of
the geological environment are the surface of the terrain (day surface) and
variable, heterogeneous and unequal in depth in different parts of the Earth
— the limit of penetration of human activity.

Human cognitive and analytical abilities play a key role in changing
the geological environment. The process of acquiring geological
knowledge, which takes place throughout life, is crucial for the formation of
a comprehensively developed person who can find his place in life for
socially useful activities at any age and status.
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Geological literacy of society, along with other aspects of education,
is the basis of intellectual development of the individual, the most important
prerequisite for the formation of economic and environmental security of
the country. However, today we have to state that at all stages of education
the geological component is given unreasonably little attention. As a result,
we have a geologically and ecologically illiterate population in Ukraine.

Manifestation of underestimation and misunderstanding of the role of
geological knowledge is the lack of geological component in the strategy of
education development in Ukraine. There are no clear ideas about the place
and role of geological knowledge in preschool education, in secondary
school, in additional extracurricular education, in higher non-geological
education. There is also an idea that in high school in general there is a
depletion of geology as such.

Search for minerals, design, construction and operation of
engineering structures, various economic activities (industrial and civil
construction, agricultural land use, hydraulic engineering and reclamation,
construction of oil and gas pipelines, roads and railways, power lines and
communications) language, military work, etc.) led to the emergence of
scientific and applied areas — exploration and engineering geomorphology.
During the last decade of the twentieth century. ecological geomorphology
was formed, which together with other sciences aims to solve
environmental problems.

The educational value of school geography is not only that it
provides knowledge, but also contributes to the development of skills and
abilities [2]. Skills — the ability to apply knowledge in practice. Skills —
automatic application of knowledge.

In school geography, not all knowledge is reduced to the level of
skills and abilities. Important skills: the ability to read a map, to
characterize objects based on it, to observe local geographical objects, to
use instruments and equipment, to record the results of observations, to
process them, to make descriptions of objects based on observations [4] .

Geography is one of the school subjects that has a wide range of
interdisciplinary links and has a great variety of forms and means of
learning [18]. Speaking of finding ways to improve geological literacy, we
should keep in mind the improvement of methods for the formation of
geological and geomorphological skills. This follows from the following
features of geological science:

- the scale of geological processes is planetary, and it is rare to
observe them (geological objects, processes and their consequences in
natural conditions);
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- difficulty in creating visual images of geological objects and
phenomena, as most geological processes are very slow and secret in the
crust and inaccessible to direct perception (dislocation processes,
groundwater, etc.);

- great importance of work with material, which serves as a means of
clarity and is used during practical work;

- the problem of forming temporal representations necessary for the
historical analysis of geological processes;

- a significant place in the teaching of geology is occupied by
independent and practical work with maps [15-20].

The specifics of geology allows to strengthen the activity component
of geographical education [13]. During the formation of geological skills,
students perform practical, research work. Of great importance for the
formation of skills are teaching methods, the choice of which depends on
the objectives and content of the lesson. One of the requirements for the
choice of methods is to ensure the activity of students in the process of
studying geological material. Encourage students to active learning
activities methods that are designed to organize independent cognitive
activities (partial research, research).

The main types include:

- description, observation and research in the nature of geological
outcrops, landforms, modern geological phenomena [6];

- conducting experiments and creating models for the study of
geological phenomena [13];

-work with tectonic, geological and physical maps, geological
sections, stratigraphic columns [14];

- work with educational, scientific literature, dictionaries, compiling
abstracts, reports;

- work with visual aids (tables, pictures, photographs, collections of
minerals and rocks) [1].

Each of the above types of work includes the formation of methods
of working with a particular source of knowledge, the gradual complication
of tasks and the corresponding development of students. Geological and
geomorphological skills should be understood as skills that show practical
actions for mastering knowledge about the lithosphere, its material
composition, internal structure, tectonic processes, relief, its development,
as well as the protection and use of mineral resources [22].

Analysis of scientific and pedagogical literature [15-20, 22, 23]
showed that geological and geomorphological skills acquired by students
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during the study of geography at school, based on didactic principles, are
divided into cognitive, evaluative, predictive and cartographic.

Cognitive includes the ability to explain the need for rational subsoil
use, the ability to analyze the terrain using special maps, the assessment —
the ability to assess mineral resources, prognostic — the ability to predict
possible changes in the components of the local natural complex due to
human impact on lithospheric components, cartographic — on maps
complex characteristics of objects (mountains, plains, oceans) [17].

Geological and geomorphological skills can be divided according to
the branch principle, when the types of skills are distinguished based on
which section of geological science the relevant knowledge belongs to.

Thus, on the basis of interrelated types of educational activities of
geological and geomorphological content, taking into account the specifics
of the branches of geological science in teaching a school course in
geography, the following types of geological and geomorphological skills
are distinguished:

- mineralogical and petrographic skills contribute to the study of the
material composition of the earth’s crust;

- geomorphological skills contribute to the study and forecasting of
relief processes, the ability to describe landforms, determine the shape of
the earth's surface, describe the relief on maps, identify differences in
landforms in height, structure, age, origin, construction of relief profiles,
explanation of modern landforms. related to the action of internal and
external processes; forecasting possible changes in the components of the
local natural complex due to human impact on lithosphere components;

- paleontological and historical-geological skills to explain the
evolution and development of life on Earth; determination of samples of
flora and fauna of different geological epochs, identification of geological
eras and periods on maps;

- tectonic and dynamic-geological skills to explain the evolution and
development of life on Earth; assessment and forecasting on the map of
lithospheric plates, predicted changes in the contours of continents and
oceans in the distant future, explanation of changes in relief over time, the
formation of dangerous and natural phenomena (locality), identification of
general trends in terrain and tectonic and geological maps structures;

- geological and cartographic skills to work with maps of geological
content, read and compile profiles, maps and analyze them;

- geoeconomic skills to predict and predict possible changes in
nature, natural complexes due to human impact on the lithosphere, to
understand the need for proper subsoil use;
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- geoecological skills to determine the affiliation of minerals to
exhaustible, inexhaustible, renewable and non-renewable resources,
explanation of changes in the earth's crust under the influence of human
economic activity, identifying ways to use building materials in economic
activities, examples of rational and irrational use of natural resources; man
in different conditions caused by the features of the relief of geological
structure (means of transportation, features of development, types of
settlements, housing, etc.), determining the rationality or irrationality of the
use of natural resources [6, 17, 19, 22].

The formation of geological skills is impossible without working
with educational geological collections. Rocks are often familiar to
schoolchildren only from the fragments of road embankments, and the
geological layers composed of these rocks, many students have never seen.

When working with geological collections, students have the
opportunity to learn geological concepts in an accessible and exciting way.
Here they get acquainted with rocks for the first time. Learn the attractive
world of minerals with their variety of shapes, colors, properties. They
study the documents of the Earth’s history — fossil remains of animals and
plants, that is, they really see that in some geological epochs there were
different species of living organisms [6].

Working with collections, students can clearly identify differences
between rocks and minerals of igneous, metamorphic and sedimentary
origin, to see the results of weathering processes on rocks.

Working with samples of rocks and minerals promotes the
development of mineralogical skills to study the material composition of
the earth’s crust, as a result, many students suffer from "stone fever": seek
to learn as much as possible about minerals and rocks, bring to school
different samples, make geological collections based on the results of
geological excursions into nature [7].

In our opinion, a very effective means of forming geological and
geomorphological knowledge will be excursions, nature trips or hiking [5],
in which students will be able to specify theoretical ideas obtained during
classroom study, develop skills in diagnosing geological, environmental
elements, impact assessment human economic activity on the terrain. The
tasks of geological hikes and excursions are:

1) learn to identify geological elements, draw them;

2) systematize rocks and minerals, describe them and compile
collections and reports on the work done [3, 21].

Thus, each technique contributes to the formation of geological and
geomorphological skills and abilities of students, and also has its own
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specific features. However, all techniques are subject to a single educational
task, and only together can most fully and clearly reveal the materiality of
the world, help to better master the educational material and master the
most important geological and geomorphological skills.
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1.3. Cartometric knowledge and skills as a component
of cartographic literacy of schoolchildren

Cartographic literacy of schoolchildren is a complex of theoretical
cartographic and topographic knowledge and practical skills to work with a
map and other cartographic works. In a school geography course,
cartographic literacy of students is laid down at the initial stage of studying
the subject, and is in demand, formed and developed throughout the course of
geographical education, since it is based on the use of maps to study the
objects and phenomena displayed on them. The significance of maps in
teaching geography lies in the fact that, firstly, they replace for students those
geographical objects that are inaccessible for direct perception by
schoolchildren in reality (for example, the territory of individual countries),
and secondly, they form an image of the studied territory, and thirdly, maps
form students’ spatial thinking, which underlies numerous applied skills used
in everyday life [1, 3, 7].

Cartographic competencies formed in the school geography course can
be combined into two groups:

- the use of cartoids (maps and maps, topographic maps, terrain plans,
globes, relief maps, terrain profiles, block diagrams) for understanding the
spatial distribution, structure (composition), interaction and dynamics of the
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studied geographical objects and phenomena, as well as for spatial orientation
in specific local conditions;

- compilation of cartoids for the study of natural, economic and social
objects and phenomena [9, 10, 14].

In the practice of teaching geography, a triad of goal-settings has
traditionally developed regarding the cartographic competencies of students —
they must understand, read and know the map [11]. To understand a map
means to assimilate its fundamental properties as the main cartographic work.
To do this, there are special topics (section) in the initial course of geography,
introducing schoolchildren to the plan of the area and the geographical map —
their elements, types, methods of construction and analysis [8]. It is during
the study of this section that students form the concept of a map as a model of
the surface of a piece of terrain in the form of a reduced (made to scale),
generalized (using generalization and generally accepted conventional signs
and methods for mapping territorial objects and phenomena) image of the
Earth's surface on a plane. The main methodological feature of the formation
of knowledge about the map in school geography is the reliance on
interdisciplinary connections between geography and mathematics, on the
practical experience of students in using maps in elementary school or in
everyday activities, as well as on intra-subject connections expressed in the
transition to the map after considering the terrain plan. It is the initial study of
the terrain plan as one of the forms of representing the Earth's surface that is
the propaedeutic basis for the perception of the map as a more complex
abstract view of the terrain image. Acquaintance with the local plan and
methods of working with it enables schoolchildren to study elements similar
to those of a geographical map - scale, symbols, sides of the horizon and their
definition on a map and a local plan, measuring distances and displaying
unevenness of the earth’s surface (relief). Therefore, relying on knowledge of
the terrain plan, students receive information about the elements of a
geographical map — the mathematical basis, the cartographic image, the
equipment of the map and the elements of additional characteristics (inset
maps, diagrams, profiles, photographs, etc.). The most difficult problem that
schoolchildren face when getting acquainted with a geographical map is the
transition in their minds from the perception of space, which has three
dimensions, to its display on the map as a two-dimensional planar image.
Such a transformation of three-dimensional space into a plane, and in fact —
into a regular sheet of paper, is difficult for many schoolchildren due to the
still weak development of their spatial thinking and abstract perception [4,6].
Therefore, to explain the logical transition from a specific area to its display
in the form of a geographical map, it is necessary to use visual models (for
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example, transforming a globe into a geographical map by «cutting» it and
stretching the image onto a plane) or even a game simulation, such as a 3D
transformation space in 2D as a transition to another «reality» — from space to
plane, like a computer game, which is familiar to most modern
schoolchildren from feature films and games, video presentations or work
with the Google Earth application [13, 14].

The map understanding system also includes a «game of scales», when
the same territory can be displayed on maps of different scales, which allows
studying the same territory with varying degrees of accuracy and detail. This
method of working with a map is most actively used in the study of the
geography of continents and oceans, individual states, when small-scale
world maps make it possible to compare the territory under consideration
with neighboring regions, and larger-scale maps reflect more detailed
information about the area.

Based on the understanding of the map and its elements, practical skills
are built to read the map, i.e., to recognize the geographical reality by its
image on the map, to obtain with the help of it all the information necessary
in a particular educational or practical situation. Map reading takes two
forms:

a) understanding the features of the territory and creating a mental
image of the depicted territory, which is expressed in the description of the
territories according to the symbols;

b) revealing regularities and dependencies between geographical
objects and their features [2, 12].

The set of actions for reading a geographical map is based on the
following practical skills of the student: to understand conventional signs and
a cartographic grid; determine distances, coordinates, geographical position;
use maps of various projections and scales; to establish the relationship of
geographical objects.

Cartometry as a set of operations related to the use of a cartographic
image and the mathematical basis of a map for measuring coordinates,
lengths, angles, areas, volumes, shapes. The most common element of
cartometry in school geography was the determination of geographical
coordinates, which is laid down as a skill in the initial geography course, and
fixed at the skill level in subsequent years. To do this, it is advisable to use
the algorithmization of schoolchildren’s educational actions, which allows
them to develop a clear and definite sequence of operations, and in the future,
by exercising on the cards, to bring the formed skill to the level of skill. As
such an algorithm, we can propose the following plan for determining
geographic coordinates:

1. Find an object on the map.

2. Determine in which hemisphere — Northern or Southern — it is
located.

3. Find the latitude of the parallel where the object is located and write
it down (north latitude or south latitude).

4. If the object is located between the parallels, you must:

- determine the closest parallel to the object from the side of the
equator;

- determine the number of degrees from this parallel to the object;

-add the resulting number of degrees to the latitude of the found
nearest parallel and write down the geographical latitude (northern latitude or
southern latitude).

5. Determine whether the object is located in the Western or Eastern
Hemisphere.

6. Determine the longitude of the meridian on which the object is
located and write it down (west longitude or east longitude).

7. If the object is located between the meridians, you must:

- to determine the meridian closest to the object from the side of the
zero (initial, Greenwich) meridian;

- determine the number of degrees from this meridian to the object;

- add the resulting number of degrees to the longitude of the found
nearest meridian and write down the geographic longitude (west longitude or
east longitude) [5].

Cartometric techniques in school geography are also represented by the
ability of students to determine the length of lines using a ruler and compass-
measuring device, curvimeter; find the area of geographic areas on the map
and terrain plan using a palette or measuring tools; set the azimuth using a
protractor. All these actions are of an applied nature and, in addition to the
ability to determine the absolute and relative heights of terrain points, the
relative position of objects relative to each other, form the basis of spatial
orientation using a map or terrain plan.

Cartometric knowledge and skills of schoolchildren are becoming
more complex, expanding and supplemented by morphometric ones.
Morphometry, which is a set of techniques for determining and analyzing
forms, density, density and depth of relief dissection, is based on displaying
the unevenness of the earth’s surface using contour lines on the terrain plan
and a scale of heights and depths on geographical maps.

On the basis of data on the absolute height of two points of the terrain
depicted on a plan or on a map, it is possible to determine the features of the
dissection of the relief as height amplitudes. A more complicated
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morphometric technique is the determination of the absolute height of the
source and mouth of the river from a geographical map or on a terrain plan
and the calculation of the height of the fall of the river and its slope based on
their data. The greatest difficulty is the ability to build a terrain profile (for
example, a river valley) using a map and a terrain plan.

Thus, cartographic knowledge forms the necessary foundation for the
study of all school geography, since it forms in schoolchildren an
understanding of the essence of geoimages and important learning skills for
working with them, which are in demand throughout the training, in everyday
life and future professional activities. In the process of teaching geography,
students master the ability to use the scale when measuring and depicting
distances, find geographical coordinates, compile descriptions of individual
components of nature using general geographical and special maps, identify
features of the development of economic sectors, establish cause-and-effect
relationships, give a comprehensive description of individual territories,
countries, economic regions. However, as the practice of pedagogical activity
shows, often teachers in their lessons use only traditional tasks related to
determining the geographical coordinates of objects or, conversely,
establishing the location of an object by its coordinates; measuring distances
and orienting on a map. In order to increase the creative orientation in the
study of the subject, students can also be offered a number of project tasks on
cartographic topics, which will significantly expand the competence of
students and their horizons, increase interest in the subject and introduce an
innovative component into the educational process.

The formation of cartographic literacy and the culture of performing
cartographic images should be carried out consistently. An important role is
played by practical tasks related to work on contour maps and geographic
atlases. They develop memory, attention, artistic imagination and spatial
perception, contribute to the memorization of the cartographic content and
localization of the studied objects. Work on contour maps is always creative
in nature, therefore it requires accuracy and accuracy, compliance with the
rules and principles of mapping. The geographic maps of atlases, depending
on their subject matter, display the essential features of the mapped territory,
which facilitates its visual representation, and the information «read» from
them constitutes an important basis for the content of the subject.
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1.4. The role of industrial practice in the formation of professional and

pedagogical competence of the future teacher of geography

Modern higher pedagogical education in Ukraine is at the stage of

transition to a more flexible system of pedagogical education, which
provides for the level implementation of individual professional trajectories
of development of future teachers. The problem of personal and
professional development of the future teacher of geography as a competent
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specialist capable of self-development is modern and widely represented in
the works of domestic teachers [1, p. 61].

The concepts of «competence», «professional competence» are some
of the most commonly used words in modern education. For example, in
the «Ukrainian Pedagogical Dictionary» the term «competence» has the
following definition: «Competence — a set of knowledge and skills
necessary for effective professional activity: the ability to analyze, predict
the consequences of professional activities, use informationy» [3].

In the modern scientific and pedagogical literature there are different
approaches to defining the concept of professional and pedagogical
competence.

The professional competence of a teacher is understood as a set of
professional and personal qualities necessary for successful pedagogical
activity [18].

Adobovska M. V., Trygub V.1 in their work they note: «The
professional competence of a geography teacher means his ability to solve
various professional tasks, namely — methodological, subject, visual,
diagnostic, etc.» [2, p. 99]

Teacher N. Goncharov considers professional competence as a
complex integrated professional personal education, in which a person’s
internal resources, personal qualities and abilities are considered as a source
and criteria for effective subject activity in the education system. It also
includes the ability to solve professional problems and typical professional
problems that arise in real situations of professional activity, using
knowledge, professional and life experience, values and inclinations [4].

With the right opinion M.M. Lavruk has an opinion on the definition
of «professional competence of a teacher»: by professional competence of a
teacher he means his integral professional and personal characteristics,
which includes theoretical and practical readiness to perform professional
functions, as well as subjective personality traits that allow effective
pedagogical activity [16]

Analysis of scientific and pedagogical literature [4, 8, 15, 18] shows
that researchers consider professional and pedagogical competence as an
integral professional and personal characteristics of the teacher, which
includes theoretical and practical readiness to perform professional
functions, as well as sub ' effective personality traits that ensure the
effectiveness of pedagogical activities. Professional and pedagogical
competence is based on the erudition, authority of the teacher and allows
you to productively solve educational tasks aimed at shaping the personality
of another person. It includes a set of skills of the teacher as a subject of
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pedagogical influence to structure scientific and practical knowledge in
order to more effectively solve pedagogical problems.

One of the main conditions for the formation of professional and
pedagogical competence of the future teacher of geography is industrial
practice, which is the most important component of the pedagogical process
in higher education as a holistic, open, self-organized. Pedagogical practice
is a system-forming element of the basic training of future teachers of
geography, which provides the transformation of theoretical knowledge into
practice and implements the main professional function of the teacher —
«essential ability to create another» [10].

Many scholars note the need and at the same time the complexity of
training a new type of teacher in the current system of pedagogical
education. It is possible to speak about professional competence only in the
presence of the corresponding knowledge, abilities, skills, formation of the
internal world of the person. The professional competence of a geography
teacher means his ability to solve various professional tasks —
methodological, visual, diagnostic, etc.

In the system of professional training of future teachers of geography
an important role belongs to industrial practice, which is a necessary stage
of preparing students for innovation. During the internship, students master
practical pedagogical activities with elements of research activities. This
gives the opportunity to master research methods, develop the ability to
observe, generalize, draw conclusions, study a problem. In addition,
research work provides assistance in writing coursework on the subject
«Methods of teaching geography» and graduation theses on methods of
teaching geography. In the course of work on a scientific problem the
student uses various methods of pedagogical research: observation,
conversation with students and teachers, questionnaires, testing, study of
school documentation, experimental training, etc. Practice helps to really
form in the conditions of natural pedagogical process methodical reflection
when for the teacher means and methods of own pedagogical activity
become a subject of his reflections. In the process of industrial practice,
each student develops research abilities, abilities to non-standard
interpretation of the educational process, artistic abilities, etc. [5]. This is
helped by acquaintance with creatively working teachers and pedagogical
collectives, the atmosphere of constant search. The student must be given
the opportunity to show independence, initiative, even if the immediate
effect is not the best. Pedagogical skills and pedagogical master classes add
creative character to pedagogical practice.
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The analysis of own activity helps the trainee to understand the
difficulties which arise at it in work, and to find competent ways of their
overcoming. The professional competence of a teacher-geographer is
determined by the basis of scientific training and largely depends on the
ability to adapt to changing living conditions in modern society. Effective
pedagogical practice is a solid foundation for laying the basic pedagogical
skills and abilities of future teachers. K.D. Ushinsky wrote that the method of
teaching can be learned from a book or from the words of a teacher, but skills
in the use of this method can only be acquired through long-term practice.

It is in practice that the student can understand whether he has chosen
the right field of activity. It is not enough for a teacher today to be just an
expert in his subject. The effectiveness of his work is determined by the
teacher’s personality, his worldview, culture.

The most important tasks of industrial practice should include the
following: the acquisition of professional qualities of the future teacher;
deepening and consolidation of knowledge obtained at the university in
pedagogy, psychology, methodology, special disciplines and their
application in practice to perform specific pedagogical tasks; psychological
adaptation in the teaching staff; equipping students with the ability to
observe and analyze educational activities conducted with students;
accumulation of experience of independent work; mastering new
methodological technologies; mastering the scientific organization of the
work of a geography teacher; study, analysis and generalization of
advanced pedagogical experience, as well as analysis and evaluation of the
results of their pedagogical activities; development of pedagogical thinking,
love for the future profession, improvement of the pedagogical abilities;
concretization, improvement and development of the necessary professional
qualities of a geography teacher. The implementation of tasks and programs
of pedagogical practice depends on the clarity of its organization. The key
to its success is full commitment, conscious creative and interested attitude
of students to it, qualified management of practice.

When organizing an internship, it is necessary to ensure the
personality-oriented, comprehensive and creative nature of the training of
each student, who during the internship should not act only as an object of
study and education. The system of relations should be in the nature of
interaction and cooperation. Having considered the organization of
internship in a secondary school, it is necessary to focus not only on the
implementation of the internship program, but above all, to approach each
student as a unique person, purposefully and consistently revealing
professional aspects. Each student should have the opportunity to receive
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daily advice, assistance and explanation of problems that have arisen in a
given situation, both from the methodologist of practice and from the
profile department of the faculty. The effectiveness and efficiency of
industrial practice is determined by the level of interaction of the
pedagogical educational institution with the school. The idea of humanizing
the entire educational process is currently one of the most relevant.
However, in mass practice the school remains authoritarian. Unfortunately,
in modern conditions, the contingent of students at the correspondence
department has changed. More than 40% of students are workers in various
fields, ie students who do not work in the pedagogical system. And, as a
consequence, there is one of the main problems in the organization, conduct
and implementation of control during the period of production practice,
which requires changes in the structure and content of practice.

Among the many issues related to the solution, the problem of
independent practice stands out. This applies to the small number of
students who work at the school or teachers of other specialties (primary
school teachers, physical education, drawing, etc.), or geography teachers
with up to 3 years of experience. For this group of students it is necessary to
prepare educational and methodical kits, including recommendations for
industrial practice, workbook, sample lesson plans, etc.

But the most difficult control over the internship among students who
pass it independently (at the place of residence or place of work).
Therefore, it is necessary to create a system of control over this process, the
development of its parameters. What problems of the modern lesson should
be paid attention to during the period of industrial practice? Now one of the
current areas is the competence approach, a natural stage of development of
the national school and pedagogy on the way to discovering their own inner
meanings and goals, associated with the desire to break free from the
administrative and state apparatus and gain reality through the emergence
of independent economic structures. All over the world, it is economic
structures that make the basic demands on what qualities, what abilities a
person needs today and in the near future.

Competence approach is a multifaceted concept that includes
geographical competence and environmental competence. At the present
stage, much attention is paid to environmental education and upbringing.
On the basis of two competency forms of work (social projects and social
actions) in modern schools a new type of activity related to specific
environmental problems has become widespread: organization and
implementation of measures to clean natural recreation areas around the
school (yards, squares, floodplains) etc.); research of the ecological
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condition of the school district and preparation of publications for the local
press on the most acute problems in this area [13, 14].

Competence approach in education M. V. Adobovska and
V. L. Trygub is considered as a target orientation of the educational process
on the formation of certain competencies. Mastering competence is gaining
experience of productive activity. On the one hand — new opportunities, on
the other — increasing labor intensity at first and the need to learn. Inertia,
which teachers are often accused of, is in fact nothing more than a lack of
motivation to overcome oneself in mastering innovative technologies.
Competence approach — a natural stage of development of the domestic
school, the identification of their own, internal goals and ideas [1, 2].

Competence is a certain readiness of a student to mobilize
knowledge, skills and external resources for effective activities in a
particular life situation. The student geographer must, above all, have such
basic competencies as informational, communicative, cooperative and
problem. They include key competencies, namely: self-education, research,
methodological, organizational, prognostic and others [1].

The implementation of the competency approach during the period of
pedagogical practice is one of such complex innovations as specialized
training, networking, public education. This should involve all participants
in the educational process: the dean's office, students and teachers, school
administration, teachers, students, their parents. Therefore, the development
of a model of integrated educational process based on the competence
approach can be the foundation of many years of work of pedagogical
teams of schools and universities.

According to scientists [6, 7, 9, 10], the formation of professional and
pedagogical competence of future teachers is possible provided the
development and functioning of the model of pedagogical practice as a
holistic system that includes such components as theoretical and
conceptual, organizational, structural and substantive, scientific research
and reflexive evaluation.

The theoretical and conceptual component creates a solid basic
foundation that ensures the organization of pedagogical practice and
includes leading ideas, theoretical approaches that reflect the modern
understanding of pedagogical practice in the system of pedagogical
education in the Free Economic Zone. Such ideas include the idea of
continuous integrated clinical practice in geography. The clinical approach
as a pedagogical phenomenon involves the construction of the educational
process, which will allow direct immersion of students in the professional
and educational sphere. Future teachers will have the opportunity to solve
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problems not only teaching and education, but also diagnostics,
examination of psychological and pedagogical support of students, the
development of new ways for teachers — «learning as participation» [10].

The normative component provides the organization of practice in
accordance with the requirements and provisions of the state standard of
higher education, regulations on the practice of students who master
educational programs of higher education and developed on their basis
work programs of industrial practice in geography [12].

The organizational component allows to determine the forms,
methods and technologies of organization of practice, as well as resource
centers (bases of practices) — secondary schools, lyceums, gymnasiums,
colleges, etc. A prerequisite for the internship is the individual educational
route of the student-intern, which includes the purpose and objectives,
pedagogical support, pedagogical and methodological support, the expected
educational results of the internship and reporting documentation. The
rating system, as a modern technology for evaluating the results of practice,
allows you to take into account all types of student activities at each stage
of practice, as well as manage the learning process. The organization of
independent work in industrial practice is provided by the use of distance
learning and electronic information and educational environment
MOODLE. Electronic educational and methodological complex of
pedagogical practice, as well as webinars, videoconferences, online
consultations act as a means of learning and as a management system for
student learning [9].

The structural and substantive component of industrial practice
determines the purpose and objectives of practice, the sequence of stages
and their content. The formation of professional competencies of future
geography teachers directly depends on the possibility of consolidating and
deepening theoretical knowledge in solving specific professional problems
in the process of industrial practice [17]. To this end, in the system of
organization of practice in geography there are such blocks as
organizational-motivational, psychological-pedagogical, procedural,
research and reflective-evaluation. One of the important criteria for the
selection of these blocks was the professional competencies of the future
teacher of geography, which, in turn, identified the types of student
activities in practice that are subject to rating.

The research component of pedagogical practice provides the
development of skills and abilities of pedagogical research, innovative
thinking of the teacher-researcher. Students get the opportunity to conduct a
pedagogical experiment in line with their course project, thesis [5].
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The final reflective and evaluative component of the practice is

aimed at developing the skills of self-control and self-assessment based on
the proposed criteria.
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1.5. Formation of an athlete’s personality and development of his
human capital as an object of educational policy in the field of sports

The relevance of this study lies in the fact that in modern conditions
it is important to develop a physically and spiritually developed personality,
which is possible thanks to sports, the formation of the body and spirit,
since sport determines the character of a person, makes him strong and
holistically rich, contributes to the development of a way of thinking aimed
at on development, education of fortitude and self-reflection, increasing the
importance of sports for the life of every person, the formation of physical
health and its spiritual and cultural content [1]. It is these problems that are
very relevant today, because the questions of the meaning of life in sports
and through sports and its self-actualization were formed under the
influence of the ideas of the Enlightenment of the 18-th century. Thanks to
sports, a person achieves great sports results, creates his physical, cultural
and social being, creates the world according to the laws of physical and
spiritual self-improvement, contributes to the development of free will and
creativity necessary for sports achievements, the formation of a sports
potential for collecting resources at decisive sports competitions [2]. All of
the above is due to the fact that in modern conditions of globalization, the
importance of sport is increasing, which is becoming the most important
indicator of the self-organization of sports life, diversity and improvement
of educational sports practices that are becoming more and more creative,
which gives reason to benefit their country and everything with their sports
achievements. to humanity as a whole. All this requires education to have a
variety of educational practices during the teaching of sports disciplines that
unfold in the anthropological, psychological, existential, metaphysical,
ethical, legal, political, sociological aspects and the cultivation of an
optimistic sports civilization. Even in the conditions of the Enlightenment,
the cult of a sports personality was relevant, thanks to which the cult of a
healthy nation and a healthy society was cultivated. Moreover, sports
activities cultivate the ideals of cooperation and international understanding
of sports.

The purpose of the study is the implementation of a socio-
philosophical reflection of the educational policy in the field of sports, which
allows us to conceptualize the formation of such practices that would
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contribute to the development of a physically and spiritually developed
personality. The value component of the educational policy in the field of
sports in modern conditions still does not correspond to the actual role that
would be aimed at raising the high level of educational and sports culture and
harmonizing the vectors of the sports and socialized spirit, since it is sport
that allows you to harmonize the body and soul, freedom and human nature.

Research objectives: 1. To update the discourse on the formation of a
sports personality and the improvement of its inclinations, laid down by
nature, as well as their transformation into human capital. 2. To carry out
the conceptualization of the educational policy in the field of sports, which
requires filling the educational space with new creative practices aimed at
self-development of the individual as a whole.

The research methodology is a transdiscursive approach, the use of
which is carried out in the context of psychology, philosophy, pedagogy,
philosophy and pedagogy of creativity and allows us to define the
educational policy in the field of sports as a complex phenomenon that
needs to be improved. The method of comparative analysis was used to
compare creative practices in the field of sports [3]. The principles of
integrity and universal connection, the interdependence of theory and
practice, and consistency made it possible to determine the ways of
actualizing the cultural and social potential of human capital formed by the
personality of an athlete. The use of induction and deduction methods made
it possible to analyze the essence of educational policy in the field of sports
and to present ways and directions for conceptualizing the formation of an
athlete personality and the development of human capital as an object of
educational policy in the field of sports. An important role was played by
methods — generalization, comparison, analysis, synthesis, abstraction,
analogy, hypothetical-deductive, terminological analysis.

Research result:

1. The discourse on the formation of a sports personality and the
improvement of its inclinations laid down by nature, as well as their
transformation into human capital, has been updated. In the context of
global transformations of modern society- crises and catastrophes-human
nature has revealed itself completely powerless before the excessive loads
of the technical (industrial) century that affect the human body and soul-
psychological, mutational, environmental, extreme, coronavirus crisis
factors [4]. The crisis factors of the global society negatively affect the
consciousness of a person, the human body, which loses in competition
with technology (an increase in the number of stresses, mental and
coronavirus diseases, drug addiction, AIDS). The discourse-cthical
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educational substantiation of sport as a social-value and bodily-spiritual
system is a normatively ordered activity of people, which is expressed in
the context of a competitive comparison of the physical, technical and
intellectual abilities of a person. It consists of a set of social relations of
people that are formed in the process of sports activities and sports trials,
the actualization of the discourse-ethical educational justification of sports
as a complex social phenomenon, which is based on physical health, the
development of personal value orientations, and the spiritual and value
dimension of sports [5]. It should be noted that this concept of a sports
personality is quite complex, since it includes the regulatory idea of
Immanuel Kant, which is based on the development of human capital. In
essence, we are talking about developing the essence of a person, laid down
by his nature, and transforming human nature into unlimited possibilities
that open up to a person, and which in essence represent human capital. The
latter is a set of social, technical, industrial, commercial, cultural and other
relations that reduce a person to the performance of certain functions and
considers a person a resource of a special kind or a special activity, because
the person himself consumes natural and social resources. This concept
should testify to the special role of a person as a «homocreatos», not
determined by any systems [6]. Elements of non-linearity, bifurcation,
stochasticity should be introduced into these systems, since these systems
are characterized by some limitation and a person is used as a specific
function in the processes of production, social and sports practice.
Moreover, a person means his incompleteness and openness, which he
received from birth, that in the further process of socialization, the essence
of the individual himself is fully realized. It is the productive force of
human potential that leads to development, as it includes certain ideas about
a person, his place in the world, about his relationship with surrounding
structures [7]. Ideas about a person, which are based on the concept of
human capital, should be called broader in quantitative and qualitative
terms, however, a person should not be reduced only to a factor (libido
according to Freud, power according to Foucault), and in the UN concepts,
human development means an average increase in per capita income, life
expectancy and literacy of the population. It is these criteria that
characterize the conditions of human capital and human self-realization,
and the higher the value of these components, the higher will be the total
index, the conditions for self-realization, and the more opportunities a
person will have for his development [8]. This analysis is carried out at the
level of conditions, possibilities, means, but not goals. Opportunities for the
development of a personality, including a sports one, depend on the degree
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of realization of potentials, and on how much human rights are protected
and guaranteed in society, because violation of human rights leads to a loss
of opportunities in realizing its potentials [9].

Human capital also includes intellectual potential, which opens up
three possibilities:

1) characterized by the level of literacy, which is a broader concept
than intelligence or intellectual development;

2) intelligence is the ability to think inherent in a person;

3) individual human capital is formed by mastering human capital,
namely, what it receives from society.

2. The conceptualization of the educational policy in the field of sports
has been carried out, which requires filling the educational space with new
creative practices aimed at self-development of the individual as a whole.
Conceptualization of educational policy in the field of sports in modern
society requires an explanation of the semantic field of the term «educational
policy in the field of sports», which includes the following levels:

1) personal (a person who plays sports);

2) institutional (institutions that carry out sports activities);

3) organization of sports activities (implementation of sports
competitions).

The principle of competitiveness models the situation of human self-
determination in the field of sports and testifies to the vital activity of the
subjects of the sports direction. Sport as a realization of human existence is
associated with the self-affirmation of the own «I» of the individual-athlete
as a unique creative spirit, which unfolds at the border of modeling the
physical and creative capabilities of a person and requires filling the
educational space with new creative practices aimed at self-development of
the individual as a whole [10]. The functions of sports are aimed at
developing not only the formation of a culture of movements, culture of the
body, moral well-being and health, but also the improvement of the
sensory-emotional sphere, which is based on the development of its
universal sensibility and spirituality [11]. The human-creative function of
educational policy in the field of sports has a general cultural and objective
significance and is realized thanks to such functions as: socio-cultural,
evaluative-normative, symbolic, humanistic, socio-emotional, socialization,
social mobility, communication, accumulating socio-communicative and
existential-personal dimensions. Conceptualization of educational policy in
the field of sports in modern society is a socio-philosophical understanding
of sports as a condition for the formation of a culture aimed at overcoming
the destructive phenomena of sports, cultivating the moral foundations of
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sports, strengthening a person’s physical health and counteracting various
kinds of mental illness, in particular, depression and neuroses. , which are
the neurotic state of a person associated with basic human conflicts that
destroy the integrity of the individual, conflicts of social and natural, natural
and moral, doping in sports [12]. The problem of destructive phenomena in
sports, developed by K. Horney, comes from the causes of neurotic
conflicts, their development and treatment. She sees the main motivation in
the appearance of a feeling of «basic anxiety», which occurs in a person as
a result of isolation, helplessness, destruction of the psyche, when a
person’s desire for self-realization is blocked by external social influence,
resulting in neurotic conflicts and depressive states when a person takes the
path destructive deviations, therefore the formation of a culture of defense
mechanisms is the space necessary for the self-realization of the
individual [13]. The conceptualization of educational policy in the field of
sports in modern society is aimed at cultivating such sports that grow from
the spirit of competition, model the situation of sports self-determination,
contribute to the formation of a culture of sports as the most fundamental
way of human existence, which generally contributes to the formation of
the paradigm of the educational process in the field of sports [14]. Sport is
one of the most significant means of shaping the personality of an athlete,
the social significance of which begins to increase also due to the fact that
sport is a way of ethical and aesthetic education, it is perceived through the
prism of emotions, experiences, born of successes and defeats in
competitions. The conceptualization of educational policy in the field of
sports in modern society has a humanistic orientation, which manifests
itself in the realization of the creative potential of the individual, which
manifests itself in the fact that sport remains a fact of culture and enriches
the spiritual life of the individual in terms of saturating the «I» — personality
with real sports events athlete. Moreover, sport as a social-value and bodily-
spiritual system has the ability to self-organize. Socio-communicative and
spiritual-existential dimensions of sports make it possible to deeply
understand the value nature of sports activity as one that forms a personality
and is expressed in the harmonization of the body, spiritual and spiritual
principles. Society must become different so that the ideal of high-
performance sport triumphs in it and the attitude to sport is overcome only
as a type of commercialization, so that a new narrative of sports and sports
activities is established as the harmony of man and society, soul and
body [15].

From the above, the following conclusions can be drawn:

1. Conceptualization of educational policy in the field of sports in
modern society should be aimed at shaping the personality of an athlete
capable of achieving high sports results and forming a healthy lifestyle. In
the context of the conceptualization of educational policy in the field of
sports in modern society, there is an understanding of the problems of
sports and the expansion of the horizon for the formation of a holistic
personality.

2. The leading feature of the modern understanding of the
conceptualization of educational policy in the field of sports should be
formed, on the one hand, an interpersonal educational concept of sports,
based on the substantial value of the individual, and, on the other hand,
overcoming the destructive phenomena associated with commercialization,
doping and bribery of athletes for the sake of earning money, insufficient
financial support from the state. Therefore, the state must develop an
effective mechanism for the interaction of state, commercial and civil
structures in sports in order to form an effective concept of sports, in the
center of which would be the integral personality of the athlete, the
presentation of the concept of children’s, youth, mass and high
achievements sports, so that all layers are drawn into it population that
would contribute to the formation of a healthy and prosperous nation,
overcoming all global problems — the coronavirus epidemic and
contributing to the development of transcultural and creative approaches to
educational sports policy in general.

The practical significance of the study is that it presents a socio-
philosophical reflection of the educational policy in the field of sports in
modern conditions, which allows us to conceptualize the formation of such
practices that would contribute to the development of a physically and
spiritually developed (holistic) personality, for which an athlete must be
formed in the spirit humanism, tolerance, synergy, philosophy of the highest
values of sport, harmonization of the physical, spiritual and spiritual
principles, opposition to dehumanized influences on the individual,
promotion of the highest ideals of Olympic sports, education of respect for
the individual athlete. The value component of the educational policy in the
field of sports in modern conditions still does not correspond to the actual
role that would be aimed at raising the high level of educational sports
culture, which allows harmonizing the body and soul, freedom and human
nature. Thus, we sought to form the concept of an educational policy in the
field of sports, which would contribute to the formation of European creative
practices in the field of sports, aimed at improving the image of an athlete and
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the profession of an athlete, overcoming the problems associated with the
devaluation of sports values, forming an attitude towards sports as the most
important direction of development culture, the need to form a sports
worldview, ideology and culture as the highest values of human existence.
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1.6. Features of the introduction of specialized training
of high school students in sports

Profile education is a type of differential education that takes into
account the educational needs, inclinations and abilities of students and
creates conditions for high school students to study in accordance with their
professional self-determination, provided by changes in goals, content,
structure and organization of the educational process.

The purpose of specialized training is to provide opportunities for
equal access of student youth to general secondary and initial pre-vocational
training, lifelong learning, capable of self-realization, professional growth in
modern society. Profile training is aimed at the acquisition by high school
students of skills of independent scientific and practical, research activities,
development of creative, moral, physical qualities, the desire for self-
development and self-education. The main tasks of specialized training are:
creating conditions for consideration and development of educational and
cognitive and professional interests of high school students in the process of
general education, the formation of readiness for conscious choice and
mastery of future professions. Profile training is based on the following
principles: furcations (distribution of students according to the level of
educational training, interests, needs, abilities and inclinations); variability
and alternatives (educational programs, learning technologies and educational
and methodological support); continuity and continuity (between pre-
professional training and specialized training, vocational training); flexibility
(content and forms of organization of specialized training, including distance
learning; providing the possibility of changing the profile); diagnostic and
prognostic feasibility (identification of students’ abilities for the purpose of
their reasonable orientation to the learning profile).

The structure of profile education is dominated by the profile, which
provides in-depth study of the cycle of related subjects: basic, profile and
elective courses. Basic (general education) subjects are required for all
profiles. Profile general education subjects realize the goals, tasks and content
of each specific profile (social-humanitarian, natural-mathematical,
technological, artistic-aesthetic, sports). In our case, the basic general
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education subject is physical culture, and the profile general education
subjects within, for example, gymnastics profile in sports are fitness, various
types of aerobics, choreography, dance, rhythmics, sports, art, athletic and
aesthetic gymnastics. Profile subjects are studied in depth and provide an
applied focus of learning through the integration of knowledge, motor skills,
development of physical qualities.

Ukraine has experience in developing specialized training in sports,
which focuses on acquainting high school students with the main forms of
professional activity of a physical education teacher or coach in the chosen
sport. This contributes to the development of individual professional abilities
and the expansion of ideas about the specifics of physical culture and health
and sports activities.

In the program of specialized training in physical culture, physical
training is of great importance as a process of developing physical qualities
and improving the functional capabilities of the body, influencing the creation
of favorable conditions for improving all aspects of training and education of
high school students.

One of the main directions of reforming general secondary education
in Ukraine is the introduction of specialized education in high school, the
planned transition to which began in 2003.

The adoption of the Laws of Ukraine «On Education», «On General
Secondary Educationy, the Concept of specialized education in high school,
the National Doctrine of Educational Development, became the basis for the
introduction of specialized education in secondary school. In pursuance of the
above documents, the Institute of Pedagogy of the Academy of Pedagogical
Sciences of Ukraine has developed a Concept of specialized training.
According to current documents, the senior school should function as a
profile, which creates favorable conditions for taking into account the
individual characteristics, interests and needs of students and orients students
to one or another type of future professional activity [7, 9].

The main tasks of specialized training are: creating conditions for
consideration and development of educational and cognitive and professional
interests of high school students in the process of general education,
formation of readiness for conscious choice and mastery of future
profession [2, p. 21].

Recent publications, which have begun to solve this problem, suggest
that the problem of specialized education in high school is being developed
by teachers from around the world: France, Sweden, England, USA. They
proved that the differentiation of education is one of the main organizational
principles of secondary schools abroad for many decades. In Ukraine, the
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study in gymnasiums, lyceums, colleges, specialized schools was considered
by such scientists as N. Bibik, L. Denysenko, M. Zubaliy, L. Ivanova,
P. Sikorsky, N. Shiyan and defined it as specialized [3, 4, 5. 12]. Today, the
profiling of high school is the dominant direction of the school in the
structure of which is allocated to the specialized training of high school
students in order to assist them in choosing the direction of further specialized
education [11, p. 180]. However, in the field of theory and methods of
physical education, some issues remain unresolved. In pedagogical science,
the issues of preparation of future physical education teachers for specialized
training in high school in the field of sports have not been studied.

The purpose of specialized training, as stated in the Concept, is to
provide opportunities for equal access of young students to general education
and initial pre-vocational training, lifelong learning, education of individuals
capable of self-realization, professional growth and mobilization in reform.
modern education [3, p. 2-3].

Each region has the peculiarities of the development of the education
sector and, accordingly, its own ways of solving the problem of profile
differentiation. Therefore, each educational institution must provide a variety
of specialized training in primary school, to determine its content and scope,
because the conscious choice of the child depends on the correct orientation
of her further education.

The form of implementation for specialized training is the introduction
of elective courses and training differentiation. The content for specialized
training should contain not only a list of special courses or electives, but also
information, counseling, psychological and pedagogical diagnostics, ie
analogous to career guidance work in senior classes, which provides a «field
of broad activity» [12, p.40].

To solve a number of problems identified by this article, it is necessary
to explore the following theoretical and practical areas:

1. In contrast to in-depth study, in which one or two subjects are
studied more widely than provided by the curricula of secondary schools, and
other subjects are studied at the general level, specialized training involves
creating conditions for specialized, in-depth training of students to continue
education or conscious choice of professional activity.

2. General profile and initial pre-professional training of students,
aimed at creating conditions for the education of individuals capable of self-
realization and self-actualization, professional growth and mobility in a
market, high-tech economy, the formation of students' scientific-practical and
research opportunities, and ability to self-development and self-education.
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3. The organization of specialized training involves the use of various
forms, the choice of which is determined by the following factors: the
number of classes in parallel, the number of profiles, staffing, interests of
students and their parents, material and technical base [1, pp. 49-55].

Of course, in the city, district center, rural area are completely different
educational networks. Accordingly, the real opportunities for high school
students are so qualitatively different that it is necessary to prepare students
for the choice of study profile, taking into account these differences,
specifics. However, the analysis of our survey of students does not reveal
much difference in their pre-vocational orientation of rural and urban schools.
Out of 24 profiles (excluding the universal profile) of further education,
secondary school students identified as the most priority (social-
humanitarian, natural-mathematical, technological, artistic-aesthetic, sports)
and current areas of profile differentiation. At the same time, the tendency to
ignore professional directions of sports profile is clearly determined, which
demonstrates the low popularity of this direction within the secondary
school [8].

Profile training should be introduced only in those educational
institutions where there is a proper material and technical base, software and
methodological support, teachers have certain learning technologies and
students have motivation. Profiles of study are chosen by the school itself
according to its capabilities, desires and interests of students and parents [10].

The use of various forms of organization of specialized education in
high school requires the formation of internal factors — specialized classes in
secondary schools; profile groups in multidisciplinary secondary schools;
profile training according to individual curricula, and external factors —
interschool profile groups, profile boarding schools, support schools,
educational complexes [5, p. 5-6].

The introduction of specialized training requires a review of the
content of the educational process, aimed at transforming from reproductive
to productive and able to prepare students not only for the creative
application of acquired knowledge and skills, but also continuous self-
improvement.

Let’s focus on the conditions that, in our opinion, will contribute to the
effective implementation of specialized training at the senior level of general
secondary education.

First — in order to provide educational space to reveal the abilities of
students in a particular activity and their personal growth, it is necessary to
form specialized classes (or within them — diverse groups) taking into account
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the infrastructure of settlements and the labor market for promising
professions;

Secondly, — to pay attention to out-of-school institutions as a basis for
creating conditions for the organization of specialized training;

Third — to assign a special role in the formation of a specialized school
to training and retraining of teachers who must have non-traditional teaching
technologies;

Fourth, teachers who teach disciplines in specialized classes should be
aware of the role of elective courses in shaping the professional orientation
and pre-professional competence of students. In this regard, it is desirable to
have a comprehensive curriculum of profile subjects, supplemented by
author's courses with justification of the value for each profile;

Fifth, to bring the current legal framework for the development of
specialized education to the current legislation: to do this, it is necessary to
amend the statutes of secondary schools in order to provide specialized
training at the in-school and out-of-school levels [6, p. 32].

As we can see, today we can talk about a qualitatively new stage in the
development of ideas in Ukraine for the profiling of high school. At the same
time, the analysis of scientific sources provided an opportunity to identify the
main areas of research of Ukrainian scientists related to the implementation
of the Concept of specialized education in high school. As a result,
scientifically sound systems for specialized and specialized education in
secondary schools of II-III degrees have been developed and created.

However, at the practical level, the issue of high school profiling still
needs to be resolved. It is necessary to develop scientific and methodological
support for this process, experimentally test the model of training and
technology of organization of specialized training in secondary schools.

Today, the problem of providing general education in urban and rural
schools with highly qualified physical education teachers is a particularly
acute problem. This is due to the long-term practice of training teachers in
traditional fields (philologists, mathematicians, humanities) and the lack of
attention to the formation of highly professional staff of secondary school
teachers, which led to this problem nationwide. The current practice in
pedagogical higher educational institutions forms a low social status of a
physical education teacher. As a result, there is a clear decrease in interest in
this professional activity, the traditions of the national school of physical
education are becoming weak and destroyed, the prestige of the profession of
physical education teacher is declining. Under the influence of modern
educational doctrines and long-term comprehensive programs, this situation
must change radically [4, p. 1-5].
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The problematic situation at the regional level is confirmed by the data
obtained from the survey. According to the results of the survey, some trends
can already be said today, namely: only 14% of surveyed schools (10 schools
in total) have documented sports profiling in the following physical education
courses and elective courses — volleyball, basketball, tennis, football and
rhythmics. Thus, in recent years, physical education lags far behind other
educational areas.

But despite this, the interest of many physical education teachers,
school administrators and some parents is growing. Many of them are
concerned about the organization of specialized training in physical education
in sports.

Particular attention should be paid to the problem of contradictions
between the need to provide the population with a wide range of high quality
educational services and the inability to do so at the level of each secondary
school.

We believe that the organization of specialized training of high school
students in secondary schools will be effective under the following
conditions:

* creation of a unified management system for the high school profiling
process;

* development of the necessary tools for identifying educational
conditions, forecasting the demand for certain profiles, as well as determining
the optimal forms of organization of specialized training in secondary schools
of each district (city) region;

* creation of original models of organization of profile training;

« taking into account global trends in the development of specialized
schools: improving the quality of basic secondary education and optimizing
the structure of specialized education in high school;

* modernization of the system of professional development of
pedagogical and managerial staff of education, aimed at ensuring the
readiness of educators to work in a specialized school;

* creation of a system for monitoring the quality of specialized training.
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1.7. Professional competence as a normative complex-integrative
characteristic of the personality of a future physical education teacher

A physical education teacher is a pedagogical worker, a specialist in
physical culture and sports, who has higher or special pedagogical
education and the appropriate educational and qualification level, who
organizes and carries out educational work with students of secondary
schools to form their physical culture, promote harmonious development of
personality, formation of positive character traits, strengthening of health,
improvement of physical and psychological preparation for active life.

Dynamic social and cultural transformations, deep transformations in
the educational sphere, accompanying the integration of Ukraine into the
European educational community, cause continuous changes in the
professional activities of modern teachers. It is impossible for a modern
specialist to prepare for the requirements of the present only by expanding
the subject content of professional training, because they have a supra-
subject character and have a certain universality. Preparedness for
professional activity today is not limited to a systematic set of knowledge,
skills and abilities — it requires certain socially and professionally
significant qualities, established motives, a conscious need for professional
growth and self-development and more. This objectively determines the
reorientation of education systems to the competency paradigm [11].

In modern pedagogy, the professional competence of teachers is
actively studied, and approaches to the disclosure of its essence and
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structure vary considerably. A significant contribution to the development
of the competency approach was made by A. V. Khutorsky, M. S. Golovan,
I. A. Zyazyun, 1. O. Winter, L. M. Mitina, V. V. Yagupov, V. 1. Whistler
and others.

Analysis of theoretical and methodological sources [1, 2,4, 7, 8, 9]
allowed us to conclude that competence characterizes the ability of the
individual to successfully implement certain functions, activities or
solutions to tasks that are external to the individual and caused by social
requirements and individual needs. Competence is formed and manifested
in the activity, and therefore is a complex, multifaceted and multifaceted
characteristics of this activity in accordance with the social order to it. As a
realized potential of the individual, competence exists as a complex
complex characteristic, a system of personal resources (knowledge, skills,
methods of action, motives, attitudes, personal qualities, values, etc.), which
ensure the effective operation of the specialist.

We will understand professional competence as a normative
complex-integrative characteristic of personality, which determines its
readiness and ability to perform the functions of professional activity and
effective solution of typical professional tasks, focuses it on continuous
professional self-improvement and self-realization based on creative use of
acquired knowledge, professional and life experience. , values, abilities and
professionally significant qualities [11, 12].

To describe professional competence, it is necessary to use several
groups of criteria, which include:

- objective criteria — a person’s compliance with the requirements of
the profession, its contribution to social practice. Subjective criteria —
compliance of the profession with the requirements of man, his motives,
inclinations; human satisfaction with the profession;

- performance criteria — achieving the desired results of society.
Procedural criteria — the use of socially acceptable methods, techniques,
technologies of professional activity;

- normative criteria — mastering and reproduction of norms, rules,
standards of the profession. Individual-variable criteria — individualization
of work, self-realization of personal needs, manifestation of identity;

- criteria of the current level — the current level of professional
development. Prognostic criteria — growth prospects, the area of immediate
professional development and self-development;

- criteria of professional training — willingness to accept the
professional experience of others, professional openness. Creative criteria —
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the desire to go beyond the profession, to transform its experience, to enrich
the personal creative contribution;

- criteria of social activity and competitiveness - the ability to interest
society in the results of their work, to draw attention to the urgent needs of
the profession in the internal professional locus of control. Criteria of
professional commitment — professional honor and dignity;

- qualitative and quantitative criteria — assessment of professionalism
in quality parameters and quantitative indicators [11].

Since professional competence characterizes the activities of a
specialist, it is appropriate to determine the structure of competence in
relation to the structure of professional activity, which, as noted by
MS Golovan includes the following components: awareness of needs,
motivation, choice of activities [1, p. 28]. Awareness of the need and the
formation of the motive requires a purposeful choice of ways and means of
meeting the need, taking into account their own values. Choosing a course
of action and planning activities requires special knowledge, developed
cognitive skills, the ability to search, recover, creatively rethink information
about how to implement and patterns of planned activities and related
processes. This, in turn, will contribute to an informed and responsible
choice of ways, means and methods of implementation. Execution of the
planned actions requires the developed skills, mastery of methods of action,
as well as significant emotional and volitional efforts.

Therefore, in the structure of professional competence of future
physical education teachers there are at least three mandatory elements:

1. Personality-motivational — a system of qualities and personality
traits that affect the outcome of professional activities. Motivation is a
prerequisite, driving force and an important regulator of professional
activity and development of professional competence. It includes all kinds
of motivations: motives, needs, interests, aspirations, goals, ideals, etc.,
through which professional activity acquires personal meaning for the
teacher — including the need for self-improvement, self-development and
creative self-realization.

T. 1. Levchenko points out that motivation «realizes human life
relationships, regulates the processes of formation, development,
transformation of personality. Motivation motivates actions, human behavior,
determines the selectivity of the processes of perception, attention, memory,
thinking, imagination, provides a choice of goals and means to achieve them,
directs activities and actions to motivational objects, goals, supports the
direction and intensity, regulates , controls the implementation of intentions,
promotes the choice of new techniques and strategies for the implementation
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of a particular motive» [5, p. 10]. There are three groups of motives for
teaching: the internal need to work in a particular subject; the need to work
with people (teach and educate them), which is based on awareness of their
abilities, character, vocation; the need associated with the role due to the
forced choice of profession, forced to solve the problems proposed by the
profession [11]. Strong motivation can compensate for gaps in the
development of some professionally important qualities, but weak motivation
is almost impossible to compensate. Thus, the personal-motivational element
of professional competence is system-forming.

2. Content — a system of professionally necessary knowledge and
cognitive skills necessary for the effective performance of professional
functions.  Pedagogical, psychological, methodological, biological
knowledge, as well as knowledge of physical culture and sports are
professionally necessary for a future physical education teacher. It is
important to know about yourself, your own abilities, needs, interests, as
well as skills and abilities to work with information — search, analysis,
comparison, systematization, generalization, etc.

In the process of learning theoretical knowledge goes through a
number of stages — they are transformed from basic knowledge that exists
in the individual in the form of concepts and judgments, in substantiating
knowledge (laws, theories, rules, etc.), and from them by logical methods —
in inferior knowledge [4, p. 65]. Knowledge is the foundation of
competencies according to the TUNING methodology, which considers
them as a dynamic combination of knowledge, understanding, skills,
abilities and abilities and is formed in different disciplines and assessed at
different stages [3, p. 7]. Professional knowledge should be formed at all
levels: methodological (knowledge of patterns of development,
conditionality of educational goals, etc.); theoretical (knowledge of laws,
principles, rules of pedagogy and psychology, basic forms of activity, etc.);
methodical (level of designing the educational process); technological (the
level of solving practical problems of teaching and education in specific
conditions) [10, p. 27]. Strong systemic professional knowledge is the basis
of worldview, a condition of creative self-realization, development of
abilities and talents of future teachers.

3. Operational — a system of skills, abilities and methods of action
necessary for the effective implementation of the functions of professional
activity. To this element we include the possession of tools, methods,
techniques and technologies of professional activity based on the creative
use of professional knowledge; skills and abilities of organization of
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pedagogical interaction, coordination of efforts of all participants of
pedagogical process; managing other people’s activities, etc.

All the professional skills of a future physical education teacher are
possible, as suggested by R. V. Maslyuk, divided into blocks: communication-
organizational, control-evaluation, personal-behavioral, operational-managerial,
creative, gnostic, methodical [6, p. 64]. Operational element of professional
competence of the future physical education teacher involves active
development of means and methods of physical education and training, the
ability to provide an individual approach to physical development of students,
active subject-subject interaction of teachers and students.
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1.8. The essence of professional training of future teachers of physical
culture in a pedagogical institution of higher education

Modernization of the education system has set higher education
institutions the task of improving the training of future professionals in the
field of physical culture on the basis of innovative technologies. In the
framework of the formation of a new paradigm of higher professional
education, the issues of ensuring the social adaptation of the student to
constantly changing living conditions, the formation of a spiritually and
physically healthy specialist are essential [1, p. 110].

Professional training of future teachers of physical culture in the
pedagogical space of the humanitarian institution of higher education on the
basis of mobile learning will solve one of the problems facing the school,
namely the formation of physical culture of the student, able to fully and
comprehensively carry out future professional activities [2; 3, p. 31].

Modernization of physical culture activities of future teachers in
higher education institutions, based on the formation of physical culture of
the individual, helps to improve the quality of professional training in the
humanitarian institution of higher education. In turn, the development of the
content of physical culture activities in higher education on the basis of
non-traditional and innovative approaches such as mobile learning, physical
culture and health systems of exercise taking into account the development
of professionally important qualities, students of different pedagogical
specialties and implementation of national-regional requests and needs of
young people. In this aspect, the creation of the concept and implementation
of the method of forming the physical culture of the student’s personality,
will ensure the effectiveness of the pedagogical
process [4, p. 141; 5, p. 157; 6, p. 164].

Modernization of professional training of teachers of physical culture
at the present stage fits into the overall strategy of educational policy of
Ukraine, the most important task of which is to achieve high quality
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education, its compliance with the needs of the individual, society and
state [7].

Training of professionals in the field of physical culture and sports
attracts the attention of scientists. Of fundamental importance are the works
in which the issues of professional training of future teachers of physical
culture in Ukraine (O. A. Arkhipov, L. V. Bezkorovaina, V. G. Besputchyk,
N. G. Byshivets, E. S. Vilchkovsky, S. S. Ermakov, V. O. Kuksa,
M. O. Nosko, V.M. Platonov, A. M. Solonenko, N. I. Stepanchenko,
L. P. Sushchenko, B. M. Shiyan and others); industrial (pedagogical)
practice (G. V. Bezvekhnya, A. A. Protsenko); development of pedagogical
skills (T. F. Matviychuk, O. V. Kotova, O. O. Svyridenko, T. T. Roters) and
professional competence (V. Azarov, G. S. Bogdanova, S. O. Moiseev).

We adhere to the interpretation of the concept of «professional
training» as a comprehensive, purposeful organization of the student's life
during all years of study, software ensures his readiness for professional
activity.

The analysis of the problem allowed to identify the components of
the process of professional training of future teachers of physical education
in higher education:

- target component (goals and objectives of the training process
(target component);

- content component (content of education to be mastered by
students) (content component);

- technological component (activities of students and teachers,
including reflective);

- the effective component of the personality of the student, graduate
(expected result).

Solving the problem of professional training of future teachers of
physical culture, we proceed from the fact that the student is active in the
process of interaction with the outside world, in activities. In order for a
future physical education teacher to be able to engage in a certain activity,
he must be prepared for it. Readiness for activity is considered as a
necessary condition for successful work.

Since we are considering the process of professional training of
future physical education teachers, the content of readiness as a result of
this process must have a specific characteristic. Based on this, consider the
effective aspect of the process of professional training of future teachers of
physical culture — the formation of professional readiness.

Professional readiness of the future teacher of physical culture —
integrative personal education, which is manifested at the subjective level
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as a complex system that integrates motivational, cognitive and activity
components [5, p. 159; 6, p. 165].

The motivational component is the basis for the formation of all other
components of readiness, because the success of the activity is primarily
determined by the appropriate focus of the individual on it, ie the presence
of appropriate motives, needs, interests, values and attitudes. Thus, the basis
of professional readiness of students, which is directly expressed in the
professional and pedagogical orientation, is a specific system of motives.

The specificity of the professional readiness of a physical education
teacher lies in the level of the formed pedagogical orientation. The
immediate components of the latter.

The cognitive component allows to develop the needs, motives,
interests, values of the future teacher in the process of professional
training [8, p. 25]. In developing this component, we proceeded from the fact
that any modern teacher can not successfully solve the tasks set before him in
professional activities, without the necessary knowledge. The professional
knowledge of the future teacher can be represented in a certain hierarchy:
theoretical, methodological, applied. The list of professional knowledge that a
physical education teacher must possess, which are the essence of the
profession, is determined by the state educational standard. Among the
features of professional and pedagogical knowledge we note the complexity,
the ability to synthesize the studied sciences and personal color.

In pedagogy, the need to highlight the structure of the content of
training has been proven. Theoretical training of students provides mastery
of theoretical knowledge of the pedagogical profession — the basics of
science used in this profession; concepts and categories of professional
orientation [9, p. 94; 10, p. 275].

Methodical training is the study by students of methods, techniques
and technologies of mastering the chosen profession, professional and
pedagogical skills and abilities necessary for future teachers to organize and
conduct a variety of work on physical culture [2].

Practical training, in our opinion, is the university stage of mastering
the profession of physical education teacher, as in this period there is an
initial (trial) use of acquired professional and pedagogical knowledge,
skills, abilities in various types of pedagogical practice [11, p. 7-9] .

Reflective training provides the formation of future teachers of
physical culture holistic view of the correctness of the chosen teaching
profession, the compliance of their own personal qualities necessary for
professional qualities, awareness of the difficulties encountered in preparing
for professional activities [4, p. 141-145] .
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The specificity of the work of a physical education teacher is
determined by his functions. The main functions are distinguished —
educational, educational, managerial-organizational, design, administrative-
economic [5, 6,7].

The activity of a physical education teacher takes place in conditions
of mental and physical tension, under the influence of environmental
factors. All this requires a physical education teacher to have both general
pedagogical and specific skills. There are the following skills of a teacher of
physical culture: constructive, organizational, communicative, gnostic and
motor [12, p. 18].

Constructive skills are related to the selection of educational material,
the implementation of planning, the need to timely purchase and repair
sports equipment and inventory. Organizational skills are related to the
implementation of planned plans. Communication skills help the teacher to
communicate with students, colleagues, parents, people around him.
Gnostic skills are related to the study of both the individual student and the
class, with the analysis of the pedagogical situation. Motor reflect the
teacher’s ability to perform physical exercises [13, p. 160].

In our study, we highlight the following groups of pedagogical skills
of the future teacher of physical education:

1) organizational — the ability to organize different types of physical
culture and sports activities;

2) design — the ability to plan and conduct various types of physical
culture and sports educational activities;

3) prognostic — the ability to predict the results of sports work;

4) constructive — the ability to select, analyze, synthesize material by
profession;

5) communicative — the ability to establish pedagogically appropriate
relationships, find contact, common language and the right tone of
communication with different people;

6) reflexive — the ability to reflexive analysis of their professional
activities.

The degree is formed by professional orientation and pedagogical
skills and determines the pedagogical qualities of the future teacher of
physical culture [14, p. 121]. In our work we highlight such qualities as
sociability, high level of intelligence, emotional stability, restraint, high
normative behavior, courage, sensitivity, developed imagination, self-
confidence, high self-control, adequacy of self-esteem and others.

The above analysis of approaches, interpretations to determine the
readiness and its structure for different activities allows us to clarify our
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understanding of the readiness of future teachers of physical education
through the result of targeted training, characterized by professional and
pedagogical orientation, knowledge and skills and certain personality
traits [2, 5, 6, 7, 12, 13, 14].
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1.9. Organizing and conducting physical education classes with
students of the special medical group in higher education institutions

The problem of substantiation of physical activity of students of
special medical groups has become especially relevant today, when in
recent years in Ukraine there have been many deaths during physical
education classes in secondary schools. That is why the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine issued Order No. 1078 of
November 27, 2008, which focuses on ensuring the organization of special
medical groups and groups of therapeutic physical culture in higher
education institutions. Hundreds of thousands of students study in higher
education institutions of Ukraine, a significant percentage of whom have
certain permanent or temporary health defects associated with physical
disabilities and reduced functional capabilities of the body. These
shortcomings can be eliminated through physical education classes, which
are an important part of the learning process in higher education institutions
of III-IV level of accreditation [12].

One of the main principles of physical education — the principle of
health orientation, the content of which is to ensure a health effect in the
process of exercise — is today extremely relevant for physical education of
student youth considered in a number of works — V.M. Platonova,
M. M. Bulatova (1995), O. D. Dubogaya (1996, 2012), O. S. Kutsa (2003),
T. Yu. Krutsevich (2000), S. I. Prisyazhnyuk (2008), B. M. Shiana (2004),
A. W. Maglyovany (2007), A. A. Assessment (2011). In this regard, the
problem of improving the health and improving the physical fitness of
students of special medical groups (SMG) on the basis of effective, science-
based programs in physical education is of paramount socio-economic
importance considered in the works — A. V. Maglyovany, V. M. Belova,
A. B. Kotova (1998), O. M. Vatsebi, S. P. Kozibrotsky (2003, 2005),
T. Yu. Krutsevich (2003), T. Boychuk (2007) and others.

Physical culture is an important tool in the system of education and
upbringing of student youth. Formation of the foundations of a healthy
lifestyle, organization of active recreation, development and relationship of
physical and spiritual strength, rehabilitation and correction of health,
development of positive moral and volitional qualities [11].
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Health is an integral qualitative characteristic of the individual and
society, which combines social, spiritual, mental, physical components and
gives a person a sense of inner harmony, well-being and overall satisfaction
with life. Therefore, the most important task of the teacher is to take care of
the health of students, because it is the key to cheerfulness, vigor, full
mental and physical development [7, 8, 10].

However, it is necessary to assess the real state of affairs realistically
and without exaggeration. Physical culture and sports in terms of
maintaining and restoring health should be much higher than they are today.
Therefore, every health and physical education worker needs to find his
place in solving the problems of implementing new technologies to improve
and restore the health of students [18].

The process of physical education of debilitated students is very
complex. Only with a deep understanding of this process can you
effectively and correctly use the opportunities that exist in educational
institutions for successful work with such students. Nowadays, it is
especially necessary to update the forms and methods of this work.

In order to ensure the most effective process of physical education of
students assigned to special medical groups, it is necessary to clearly
imagine the tasks that need to be solved.

The most important task of physical education in special medical
groups is to promote health, promote harmonious physical development and
harden the body. To accomplish this task, it is necessary, in fact, to provide
each student with a full quantitative and qualitative motor regime. The
solution to this problem largely depends on the correct choice of medical
team for each student. Meanwhile, in the practice of selecting a medical
group there are serious shortcomings [15].

The number of young men and women who belong to a special
medical group is often excessive, and these groups often include people
who could be fully involved in the preparatory or even the main group. As
rightly noted by V. S. Yazlovetsky, the lack of a unified approach of
doctors to determine a special medical group, the definition of a group for
physical education only on the basis of the diagnosis of the disease without
taking into account the degree of functional disorders, physical
development and fitness lead to the percentage of students with disabilities
institutions are often overstated. Often doctors and specialists enroll many
students with minor disorders of the musculoskeletal system or
cardiovascular system in a special medical group without good reason.
Reinsurance, as well as the misinterpreted principle of «do no harm first»
causes great harm to the health of young men and women who often need
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physical activity for full physical and mental development, but are deprived
of the burden of being in a special medical group [16, 17, 19].

Prohibition (so-called «exemption» from physical exercises) or partial
restriction of certain motor exercises, which does not have sufficient grounds,
causes serious damage to the recovery of students who have suffered
illnesses. It should be noted that those exercises to which the body is poorly
adapted (which is why they are the greatest danger of overdose), are the most
valuable in the conditions of careful, clearly dosed use. Any exercises can be
excluded only for a while, after which they should be applied gradually. Do
not eliminate, but use these exercises in doses, which is one of the most
important tasks of physical education in a special medical group.

Achieving the maximum health effect in the process of training
requires the use of differentiated (depending on the existing disorders and the
amount of adaptive capacity) methods of training. This is why it is
unacceptable to unite students of a special medical group with students of
other medical groups. In accordance with the requirements of special medical
groups at the Bohdan Khmelnytsky Melitopol State Pedagogical University
named after are divided into four groups for the relevant diseases:

- diseases of the cardiovascular system;

- diseases of internal organs (respiratory system, urogenital system,
endocrine system, digestive system);

- diseases of the central nervous system and visual organs;

- diseases and injuries of the musculoskeletal system.

There are three main principles underlying the physical education of
students who belong to a special medical group due to their state of
health [1-6].

The first principle is the health, treatment and prevention of the use
of physical education. Any physical exercises and sports in our country in
accordance with the program guidelines of the physical culture movement
of the state have a health focus. For students in a special medical group, this
principle is paramount. Selecting the means of physical education, he goes
through all stages of methodology and organization of classes. The
importance of this principle is explained by the much larger volume of
health tasks when working with contingents of a special medical group.

The second principle of physical education of students of special
medical group is a differentiated approach to the use of physical culture
depending on the nature and presence of structural and functional disorders
in the body caused by pathological processes.

During any exercise, the loads used are differentiated according to
age, gender and physical fitness. In the classes of a special medical group,
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in addition, the factor that determines the quantitative and qualitative
features of physical activity and the possibility of hardening, is a disease
that characterizes the uniqueness of the organism. These features require for
each student separate means and methods of physical education.

The third principle, which must be observed in the process of physical
education of students of the special medical group, is the professional and
applied orientation of classes. Conducting physical education classes with
students of the special medical group who have previously suffered from the
disease, the teacher must not only ensure the fastest recovery of damaged
organs and systems, but help the student in the process of exercise to acquire
the necessary motor skills for physical training. grind them, prepare the
central nervous system and other functional systems of the body so that they
can ensure high efficiency of the future specialist. Given that students as a
result of the disease often have significant disorders in the body that make it
difficult to adapt to conditions of physical stress, it becomes obvious the
difficulty of implementing this principle.
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1.10. Synergistic approach of improvement of professional competence
of physical culture teacher

Dynamic  social and cultural transformations, profound
transformations in the educational sphere, accompanying Ukraine's
integration into the European educational community, are driving changes
in the professional activities of the modern Teachers. Requirements for a
modern specialist are largely subject. This means that the improvement of
training is not solved today only by expanding its substantive content.
Preparing for professional activities in today's environment is not limited to
broadcasting a systemic body of knowledge and skills. It requires the
development of certain social and professionally significant qualities and
personality traits. This objectively leads to a reorientation of education
systems towards a competency paradigm [1, 5].

Integration competency approach in training system is an objective
necessity, formed in education as a response to social, economic, political,
educational and pedagogical challenges of the market economy under
globalization. Modern experts are required, which cannot be prepared only
by expanding the subject matter of training, because they are different in
nature and unsubjects some versatility. Preparedness for professional work,
so the system is not limited body of knowledge and skills — it requires
certain socially and professionally significant qualities formed motives and
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perceived need for professional growth and self. The new requirements of
higher education in Ukraine and the many changes occurring in the field of
physical education and sport, clearly outline the wide range of issues related
to the problems of improvement of professional skills, in particular this
applies to different aspects of improving the professional competence of
teachers of physical culture [8].

Attention from the state physical education and sport determined by
their difficulty in introducing the modified terms of socio-cultural and
politico-economic development of the modern, new requirements for
professional skills of teachers of physical education. Formation of
professional competence, which is accompanied by significant quantitative
and qualitative structural transformation of the individual, to ensure the
normal functioning of the human subjects of labor, requires specific
conditions and future career during training. In terms of today's sports and the
sports movement is an important component of social and cultural life; is a
multifunctional phenomenon, which is a leader in physical and spiritual
culture; stands relatively independent sector of the national economy; making
a contribution to the economy [6]. The urgency of finding effective ways to
improve the professional competence of teachers of physical training is
determined by the needs of society in a new generation of teachers, which at
high levels can realize the health, educational and training objectives
consistent with the priorities of state educational policy of Ukraine. An
important role in achieving a high level of professional competence given to
postgraduate education system, which creates favorable conditions for
process optimization training teaching staff, continuing professional
development, self-development and self-improvement.

In modern teaching science developed a theoretical basis for solving
this problem [2, 5]. Structural and logical analysis of the scientific literature
shows that significant attention to improving the professional competence
of teachers of different specialization in terms of postgraduate education
paid F.Baybanova, I Grishin, N.Wood, N. Stone, A. Onats,
M. Polishchuk, V. Sayuk, E.Sofyanu, V. Strelnikov, L. Shevchuk and
others. However, it was established that the problem of increasing and
improving the level of professional competence of teachers of physical
education in the postgraduate education is considered only in certain works
of G. Bogdanova, L. Pyevitsynoyi, T. Pankratovych.

The value of competency approach to teacher training is that within it
focuses on the practical component of training, directed activities to ensure
readiness and capability specialist to perform a variety of social and
professional functions, to act in changing and complex situations of
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professional activity [11]. Thus, to determine the content and ways of
forming professional competence can be subject to a thorough definition of
the features of professional activity, typical tasks and functions of
professional, determined in accordance with regulatory requirements.

In modern scientific and pedagogical literature it is not given enough
attention to research of various aspects of the problem of raising the level of
professional competence of the physical culture teacher in the system of
postgraduate pedagogical education.

On the basis of aforesaid, the purpose of the work was to provide
characteristics of pedagogical conditions that will increase the level of
professional competence of the physical culture teacher in the system of
postgraduate pedagogical education.

According to modern ideas, professional competence is a normative
complex and integrative characteristic of a personality that defines its
readiness and ability to perform functions of professional activities and
effective solution of typical professional Tasks, focuses her on the constant
professional self-improvement and self-realization based on the creative use
of acquired knowledge, professional and life experience, values, abilities
and professionally important qualities. It is defined as the quality of the
employee's activity, which ensures the effectiveness of the solution of
professional-pedagogical problems and typical professional tasks that arise
in real situations of pedagogical or scientific-pedagogical activity, and
depends on Qualifications, generally accepted of values, morality and
ethics, possession of educational technologies, technologies of pedagogical
diagnostics (surveys, individual and group interviews) and psychological
and pedagogical correction, life experience, Permanent Improvement and
implementation of the ideas of modern pedagogy, methods of teaching and
teaching of disciplines and subjects, use of scientific literature and other
sources of information to create modern forms of teaching, implementation
Evaluation and value proposition reflection [10].

The professional competence of the physical culture teacher is defined
as the complex integral state of his/her personality, which is characterized by
a high level of theoretical, methodical, practical and psychological readiness
to carry out professional and pedagogical Activities in accordance with the
qualification requirements. The high level of personal qualities of the teacher
and the ability to display a high level of social and pedagogical activity also
acquires an important importance [7]. This definition is fully disclosed
content fullness of professional competence.

Specificity of professional activity of the teacher of physical culture
is manifested in the complex solution of the health-improving educational
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tasks in the context of formation of physical, psychological, spiritual and
social health of pupils in educational The modern school process. Based on
the results of the systematic analysis of scientific and methodological
literature, generalization of own experience, you can state that the
peculiarities of professional activity of the teacher of physical culture
manifests itself in complex generation and combination Theoretical
knowledge, methodological approaches, motive skills and skills, free
possession of the content of the curriculum and physical and health
technologies. Taking into account the above theoretical and methodological
positions, the professional competence of the teacher of physical culture
should be wunderstood as an integrative professional personality
characteristics, which includes the combination of theoretical,
psychological and pedagogical Knowledge, methodical approaches, motive
skills, professionally important personal qualities, which allow the teacher
of physical culture to effectively solve the pedagogical tasks in the
educational process of a comprehensive educational institution.

To improve the level of professional competence of a physical
culture teacher, it is necessary to create pedagogical conditions that will
contribute to the effective implementation of this process. In a large
explanatory vocabulary of the modern Ukrainian language, the term
"condition" is defined as the necessary circumstances, features of real
reality that allow the implementation, formation of something or contribute
to something [4, 12]. This concept is quite widespread in scientific writings,
emphasizing its significance for modern pedagogical science. In the context
of our research, we will consider pedagogical conditions as important
factors contributing to raising the level of professional competence of the
physical culture teacher in the system of continuous pedagogical education.

The analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature allows us to
assert that the notion of "pedagogical conditions" is considered in different
aspects, while many authors cite their interpretation. So, G.Bogdanova
believes that pedagogical conditions constitute a meaningful characteristic of
the components (the content, organizational forms, means of training and the
character of the relationship between the teacher and pupils), which simulate
the pedagogical system [2]. V. Chaika examines the pedagogical conditions
as specially created real circumstances of the professionally oriented work of
those who are studying [9]. According to T. Sorochan hedagogical conditions
are the peculiarities of the preparation of school principals to managerial
activity in the system after the Diploma of Pedagogical education, which
contribute to the development of professionalism [6]. In our opinion,
pedagogical conditions are specially created circumstances that involve the
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choice of content, forms, methods of teaching and contribute to achieving a
high level of professional competence.

It should be noted that pedagogical conditions are different from
other conditions, for example, social, psychological, and organizational [3].
Social conditions reflect the peculiarities of society's attitude to the
problems of professional competence of pedagogical workers, requirements
to attestation of teachers. Psychological conditions are based on the laws of
development and self-realization of a teacher and provide psychological
comfort taking into account individual characteristics. Organizational
conditions define the general requirements for the structure and order of
training by teachers of refresher courses [6].

Based on the peculiarities of continuous training and retraining of
pedagogical staff, taking into account the theoretical and methodological
provisions of increasing the level of professional competence of the
physical culture teacher in the system of postgraduate pedagogical
education, We have substantiated and defined the pedagogical conditions
that contribute to the increase of the level of specified quality in specialists
of physical culture, as well as the ways of their implementation in the
practice of continuous pedagogical education.

The first pedagogical condition — ensuring positive dynamics of
development value proposition the attitude of teachers of physical culture to
professional self-improvement and self-development during training. The
basis of pedagogical conditions laid the conscious, purposeful choice of a
teacher of physical culture regarding value proposition attitude to own
creative self-development and self-improvement. This is because the value
proposition of the physical culture teacher's attitude to professional
improvement is one of the most important factors in improving the level of
professional competence. The presence of a value proposition attitude of the
teacher to professional self-improvement and self-development is the
motivation that is needed to carry out certain actions that will lead to
positive results in professional activities and personal development [1].

To enhance the value proposition attitude, motivation and interest of
the teacher to the professional self-improvement, we introduced a "portfolio
of professional achievements of the teacher of physical Culture", which was
to encourage participation in various activities with Improvement of
professional training, independently plan own activities, the ability to
choose measures to improve the level of vocational competence in
accordance with their own needs. Another component of providing a
positive dynamics of development value proposition the attitude of teachers
of physical culture to professional self-improvement and self-development
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is the creation of the appropriate environment and atmosphere in the
pedagogical team, which supports and Creative pedagogical Search is
encouraged, qualified methodological assistance is provided.

The second pedagogical condition consists in expansion and
enrichment of practical experience of physical culture teachers with the
competent of solving pedagogical situations that arise in professional
activity, based on the use of interactive teaching methods. In this context, it
is assumed the formation of cognitive skills, communication abilities in the
process of solving specially modeled professional situations; development
of ability to interact with all participants of the teaching and educational
process taking into account the principles of humanistic pedagogy; Creating
comfortable conditions for teaching teachers of physical culture, in which
each participant feels equal partner, successful and intellectually capable;
exchange of professional practical experience, which helps to find an
adequate way of solving pedagogical situations, which arise in professional
activity of the teacher of physical culture.

Based on the specifics of the professional activity of physical education
teachers, we highlighted as a third pedagogical condition for improving the
mastering process by teachers of modern physical and health technologies and
preparing for their implementation in Educational-educational process of
secondary school. Raising the level of professional competence of the teacher of
physical culture includes accumulation of not only theoretical information, but
also mastering practical skills in modern technologies of physical and
recreational activities. According to the above, we have introduced a project of
professional development, which aims to increase the musculoskeletal
experience of physical education teachers and master classes to create skills to
elect and implement modern fitness technologies in Teaching and educational
process during the lessons of physical education and extracurricular activities
with students of secondary school.

The university-type higher education institution is the tip of the
education system and is traditionally regarded as the center of intellectual
and spiritual formation of the students. Therefore, the third pedagogical
condition requires students to provide information on forms, methods and
means of development and improvement of vital motive qualities,
preservation and strengthening of health, increase of level of physical
preparedness. The urgency of the problem of the student's health is
associated with the need to instill her to a healthy lifestyle, to increase its
physical activity as an important part of intellectually creative personality.
There is a contradiction between the need of society in healthy citizens, able
to realize its physical, intellectual forces in the sphere of production,
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science, culture and low level of public health and indifferent attitude of
people, in particular, significant Number of subject teachers, to a healthy
lifestyle. Consequently, the urgent need to prepare higher education
applicants, which are aware of the significance healthy lifestyles and health-
saving technologies, is overdue.

Today there are no generalizing works of scientists from Ukraine and
abroad, which discusses theoretical and methodical foundations of forming
positive attitude to physical culture among students of universities and
outlined and previously documented these principles. The modern complex
socio-economic situation in Ukraine, as well as the state of general culture
and spirituality of population brings to the national Higher School a new
extremely important task. Its essence is the need to review the conceptual
bases of the organization of training of specialists and appropriate definition
of its content and technologies that would provide a qualitatively new level
of their professionalism [3, 12].

Participation of the teachers of physical culture in the projects of
professional development contributes to the level of professional
competence, formation of thorough knowledge and skills in teaching
methods of physical education, use of innovative. Health-saving
technologies of studying in physical raising and physical-cultural and
health-improving direction of physical culture lessons. Attracting specialists
of physical culture to professional improvement projects positively
influences the increase of their motivation to creativity, self-education and
self-improvement.

Master classes provide a possibility for teachers of physical culture to
get acquainted with the practical experience of leading teachers and master
professional skills of conducting lessons using a variety of fitness programs.
During the master classes, teachers have the opportunity not only to see, but
also independently perform those exercises and techniques that the master
teacher applies in his practice. This is positively reflected on the
professional growth of the teacher and his level of professional competence.

Master classes are an interesting form of organization of training for
teachers who exhibit an active position on finding ways of their professional
growth, and for teachers who passively refer to their own professional
development. The important value of the master classes are also for the
master teacher, because he develops and improving his professional skills and
skills. Master classes are designed for a certain group of physical culture
teachers, who are united by a common goal — to adopt his work experience,
professional and personal qualities, skills, etc. in the teacher-master. Most
often, this transmission is carried out by direct display of tricks to explain
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each action. The Master class includes a set of methodical techniques,
original pedagogical actions on effective solution of educational tasks, which
only this teacher owns. The positive result of training in the Master class is
that: the teacher, having mastered the proposed master teacher with the
mechanism of learning, activates his pedagogical experience and finds ways
to update it; the passive teacher, performing a certain action algorithm, is
included in the active cognitive activity.

Thus, characterized by pedagogical conditions is a favorable basis for
achieving a high level of professional competence of physical education
teachers, their professional growth and self-improvement. Especially we
focus on the application of interactive forms of learning and
implementation of master classes that most effectively influence the
dynamics of professional competence development.

Prospects for further research in this direction will be aimed at
presenting the experimental results of the proposed pedagogical conditions
for the development of professional competence of physical education
teachers in the postgraduate pedagogical Education.

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1.14. Application of integrated technologies in the system «General
educational institution — institution of higher education» in preparing
future specialists-teachers of ecological and biological industry

Global priorities that are crucial to the future of human civilization
include society, man and nature in their interconnectedness and
interdependence. Today, the fact of the existence of a real threat of
imbalance in the natural environment as a result of unrestrained
technological human activity is indisputable. Man's attitude to the
environment, finding out the place and role of man in relation to nature is
gaining great practical relevance around the world today. In the context of
harmonization of relations between society and nature, it is important to
cultivate, especially among young people, a valued attitude to the
environment based on knowledge of the laws of nature, in accordance with
the logic of natural processes. A special role in this belongs to the
specialist-teacher, who should purposefully educate environmentally literate
and responsible people [1-3, 10].

Biological education forms in the younger generation the notion of
life as the highest value, and of man — as an integral part of living nature.
The study of basic biological laws contributes to the assertion that the
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preservation of the biosphere is a necessary component of not only the
existence but also the development of society. Equal and harmonious
communion with nature, the evolution of man and the biosphere — a
categorical imperative that puts living systems at the center of the scientific
picture of the world, which requires the biologization of science and
culture. Therefore, in modern conditions the importance of integrative and
continuous processes in biological education for the training of creative,
well-developed highly qualified specialists is growing.

At the present stage of development of Ukraine as an independent
state, the goal of biological education is to form a person who understands
life as the highest value can consciously assess and solve problems facing a
particular individual, his environment and humanity in general. It is
possible to form such a personality only under the conditions of complex
learning, which rationally combines all known teaching methods and
actively uses work with natural objects [4-6].

The need for a modern school in the field of ecological and biological
industry with a high level of practical training, able to organize the work of
students in the wildlife area, educational and research sites, systematic
excursions, identify species of plants and animals, their habitat, increases
the importance of practice-oriented component of training higher education
seekers at the Pedagogical University. The updated curriculum in biology
and ecology requires not only the dissemination of theoretical knowledge,
but also practical skills in working with educational material. The practical
component of the educational biological component consists of laboratory
and practical work. Accordingly, the program includes the content of the
system of laboratory and practical work, without which it is impossible to
successfully implement such educational and developmental tasks as
stimulating students' cognitive activity, instilling them with practical skills,
ability to acquire knowledge, develop creative abilities. During practical
and laboratory work, students learn the acquired material, gaining a certain
amount of knowledge, learn to think, solve problems independently, acquire
skills in using literature, reference books, etc.

Laboratory classes are of great importance in the professional
training of graduates of specialty 014.05 Secondary Education (Biology and
Human Health), as they allow to implement such important principles of
didactics as the activity approach and humanization of the learning process.
The higher education seeker from the object of study becomes the subject
of his own activity. It is the subjective position of the higher education
seeker that is a characteristic feature of developmental learning.
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In solving the problem of formation of future specialists in biological
and environmental competence methodological foundations combine
different scientific approaches — worldview, system, synergetic, personal-
activity, which are complementary.

Worldview approach enriched educational components, educational
process, research, environmental work with worldview ideas of harmonious
coexistence of man and nature, which contributed to the development of
various substructures of the student's personality — knowledge, skills to
apply them to specific environmental and pedagogical tasks, goals, motives,
evaluative judgments, volitional qualities, beliefs.

A systematic approach to the study of the process of forming the
ecological worldview of future specialists in the ecological and biological
field allowed to create a basis for revealing the patterns, connections
between the individual elements of the system that form a single whole.

The synergetic approach helped to identify common patterns in the
organization of complex elements of systems of different nature (the
process of knowledge accumulation, development of views, formation of
beliefs, etc.) and note that fascination with isolated components limits the
ability to learn and design.

The personal-activity approach gave the chance to develop in the
future expert interests, views, beliefs in need of harmonious interaction with
the nature, to change anthropocentric views on ecocentric, to form an active
ecological position that promoted effective purposeful formation in them of
ecological world outlook.

The basis for determining the general direction of research are the
principles:  unity of  cognition-experience-action, integrativeness,
historicism, predictability, humanism, activity, system, continuity,
interdisciplinarity, continuity and local lore principle [7-9].

Socio-pedagogical conditions of preparation of student's youth for
nature protection work and preservation of biodiversity of ecosystems are
revealed, the didactic package of tasks and materials for the purpose of
formation of ecological competence of students is developed, efficiency of
the developed didactic package of formation of ecological competence is
defined.

It is investigated that the formation of ecological competence of
future specialists in ecological and biological direction is influenced by
three groups of conditions. The first group is the conditions that operate
outside the institution of higher education. The second group concerns the
formation of ecological worldview in the process of professional training of
future specialists in higher pedagogical institution. The third group of
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conditions is determined by pedagogical interaction in the system «teacher
— graduate».

It is established that the first group of conditions includes: the needs
of society in preserving the environment, related to the current
environmental situation and the need to harmonize the relationship of future
teachers with nature, caused by their unsatisfactory condition; the nature of
the relationship of the future specialist with the environment, which meets
these needs; the initial level of formation of the ecological worldview of the
future teacher; socio-ecological experience of mankind. It is determined
that the second group of conditions is related to the professional training of
future teachers in a higher pedagogical institution, which includes:
subordination of the goal of forming the ecological and biological
worldview of the future specialist to the formation of a harmonious
personality and professional teacher; observance of continuity of
educational process in the higher pedagogical institution in unity of
training, education, scientific activity and nature protection work;
availability of material and technical base and level of qualification of
scientific and pedagogical workers. The third group of conditions is related
to the interaction of teachers and graduates in the educational process. This
group of conditions includes: the personality of the teacher, the personality
of the applicant for higher education, the pedagogical process.

We have developed the pedagogical technology of continuing
biological education in the system «general education institution -
institution of higher education» in order to form an educated, decent person
who is well versed in basic biological categories, can properly use their
biological knowledge in everyday life. Based on the fact that the basis of
knowledge about life on Earth should be laid in childhood, we have
developed an author's program for schools «Nature, Man, Ecology», which
involves the study of biology from the first grade. Training in this program
is proposed to be conducted in the following blocks:

Block I — Nature that surrounds us (1 hour a week);

Block II — Biological and scientific knowledge of nature (2 hours per
week);

Unit III — Ecology (2 hours per week).

In primary school, changes in the life of plants and animals at
different times of the year are studied. A series of original biological tales
has been developed for these classes. For children of this age are
characterized by subject-image thinking, so one of the homework is to
display the information through an individual drawing. The educational
components are selected in such a way that there is an «immersion» of
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students in this era in various subjects: biology, mathematics, music, fine
arts, and so on. Also in elementary school, children are introduced to
objects and phenomena of nature. During this period, the main activity of
the specialist-teacher is aimed at the formation of students' spatial thinking
in the study of plants, animals, humans and natural phenomena using a
variety of visual and didactic material. Younger students study natural
systems and biogenesis. Students learn to find out and prove causal
relationships in nature; this is implemented through play as a didactic
technique for solving cognitive problems and problem situations.

It is advisable to study biological objects at different levels of
organization of living matter — from molecular to biosphere. Therefore, the
basics of cytology and histology are expected to be studied in high school.
To form general biological concepts about the structure, functions of the
cell and its organelles, we use an electrified table-scheme, which allows us
to determine the structure and function of both individual organelles and the
cell as a whole. Acquaintance with the main kingdoms of the organic world
and their components is in the sixth (Bacteria, Fungi, Plants), seventh
(Animal) and eighth (Human) classes. The issues of structure, peculiarities
of functioning and significance of the most important representatives of
systematic categories, as well as the specificity of organs and systems of
living organisms are consistently considered in the evolutionary plan. This
knowledge contributes to the formation of students' creative thinking,
activation of mental activity in non-standard situations and finding the right
solution. For this purpose, we widely use reference tables, diagrams, mini-
drawings, various types of tests, biological dictations. In high school, the
study of the basics of modern theory of evolution and acquaintance with the
basic concepts of ancient and modern scientists about the passage and
development of life on planet Earth. Excursion to the historical reserve
"Stone Grave" allows you to visually and figuratively illuminate this
material. Classes are held in the form of lessons, lectures, conferences,
debates, in which students in the process of communication find out their
own beliefs and views and learn to defend them against opponents. In high
school we study cytology, genetics, genetic and cell engineering, for the
development of creative thinking we use active learning methods: creating
specific situations, incidents, "brainstorming", "immersion", which
complement traditional methods and forms of learning. Eleventh grade
teaching material includes the study of embryogenesis, anthropogenesis, the
biosphere and its boundaries.

Those students who have decided to continue their education and
have chosen biology, in the institution of higher education expand and
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deepen their knowledge and skills and are involved in research work. In the
first year, studying the anatomy and morphology of plants, students are
united in scientific circles according to the object of study, make sure that
the plant responds to changes in certain environmental factors a number of
adaptive changes at different levels of the organization, from the molecular
and ending with the level of the whole organism. In the second year,
students of higher education study in more detail the anatomical and
morphological features of plants of different systematic and ecological
groups. We pay special attention to the study of typical xerophytes, which
are not only passively exposed to environmental factors, but also actively
influence it, adapting to their problems. In the third and fourth years, higher
education students study physiological and biochemical adaptations in
plants of different ecological groups at the process level gas exchange
(photosynthesis and respiration), find out the peculiarities of carbon dioxide
absorption, respiratory mesophilic diffusion resistance in the— absorption of
solar energy and photosynthesis in general. And in the master's program,
higher education students who worked in scientific circles, summarize the
results of experimental research, prepare scientific reports and reports,
prepare dissertations and publish materials in periodicals.

This integrative approach in the system «general education institution
— institution of higher education» allows you to educate a true specialist
teacher who has deep theoretical knowledge, formed throughout the
learning process and has basic skills of research. It is proved that practical
environmental work in a modern higher school is based on the principles of
comprehensive disclosure of nature protection problems; the relationship of
theoretical knowledge with the practical activities of future teachers in this
field; combination of classroom classes with direct communication with
nature (excursions, environmental workshops, field camps, etc.); use of
problem-based learning methods, role-playing games, environmental
projects, etc.
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1.15. V. O. Sukhomlynskyi ideas in the modern educational space of
preschool education institution
(Online club "Vasil Sukhomlynskyi and the present')

"Giving children the joy of work, the joy of success in learning, to
awaken in their hearts a sense of pride, self-worth is the first commandment
of education. There should not be unhappy children in our educational
institutions who are overwhelmed by the thought that they are incapable.
Success in learning is the only source of the child's inner strength, which
generates energy to overcome difficulties, the desire to learn", — so were
V. O. Sukhomlynskyi words about teaching students.

Time is changing, and so is the society. Significant changes are taking
place in the social, economic and political life of Ukraine. The most urgent
task that Ukrraine is facing today, is building a democratic state governed by
the rule of law and civil society, creating an efficient market economy. Their
solution is impossible without increasing the level of education of the
younger generation of Ukrainians, and the introduction of the idea of lifelong
learning.

The Law of Ukraine "On Education" (2017) states that "the purpose of
education is the comprehensive development of man as a person and the
highest value of society, its talents, intellectual, creative and physical
abilities, values and competencies necessary for successful self-realization,
education of responsible citizens, who are capable of conscious social choice
and can direct their activities for the benefit of others and society, enrich on
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this basis the intellectual, economic, creative, cultural potential of the
Ukrainian people, raise the educational level of citizens to ensure sustainable
development of Ukraine and its European choice" [2].

The modern scientists, teachers-practitioners has the opportunity to
effectively use the leading ideas of Vasyl Sukhomlynskyi in constructing a
new model of a lifelong education.

Pedagogical heritage of V.O. Sukhomlynskyi is multifaceted.
Although he lived and worked in the XX century, the attitude to his activities
and ideas has not changed at the beginning of the XXI century. His
pedagogical concept is highly humane and democratic, organically combines
classical and folk pedagogy.

Vasyl Oleksandrovych's humanistic pedagogy is extremely necessary
for the modern Ukrainian community, which is undergoing various
transformations and feeling the need to master the pedagogical ideas of the
humanistic concept.

The values of humanistic, spiritual, moral and ethical orientation,
orientation of pedagogical heritage of Vasyl Sukhomlynskyi are evidenced by
the very titles of his works: "I give my heart to children", "The way to the
child's heart", "Spiritual world of a schoolboy", "Moral values of the family",
"Unique man", "Man on our conscience", "How to raise a real person",
"Moral commandments of childhood and adolescence", "Careful: child!",
"That the soul was not empty" and etc.

The urgency and expediency of the studied problem are due to the
need to move to a new content and form of education, which is primarily
designed to form life skills and values of preschool children in preschool
education. New domestic documents also point to this: the Law of Ukraine
“On Education” (2017), the Concept “New Ukrainian School” (2016), the
State Standard of Preschool Education (2021) [1; 2; 8].

One of the main tasks of modern preschool education is raising a child
on values, the universal values, including moral and ethical (honesty, justice,
dignity, respect for themselves and others), socio-political (freedom,
democracy, patriotism, respect for native language and culture , respect for
the environment) [1].

The methodological foundations of preschool education are also based
on the principles of comprehensive development of children in a person-
centered education, the basic principles of which are humanity, child-centered
and nature-centered, which determine the child as the center of the
educational process.

During the reform of education it is necessary to note the importance
of the pedagogical heritage of Vasyl Sukhomlynskyi. His scientific and
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pedagogical heritage, revealing the most important problems of education and
upbringing, is now the basis for the development of national education in
Ukraine. Philosophical and pedagogical system of ideas and views on the
child as the highest value in the activities of all parts of the education system
is the determinant in the scientific and theoretical works and practical
experience of V. Sukhomlynsky. Analyzing modern approaches to
humanistic education, including preschool children, we observe a complex
process of transition from mono-ideology and ideological one-sidedness to
democratic, and thus to the humanistic principles of society, which is
reflected in pedagogical science and practice. As befits an outstanding
teacher-humanist, V. Sukhomlynskyi superintendent, he attached great
importance to the formation of a child's spirituality, which is a measure of his
human value and social significance.

The basic principles in the system of views V. O. Sukhomlynskyi,
which have not lost relevance today, are:

- humanistic attitude to the personality of each pupil;

- taking into account the individual characteristics of the child;

- formation of the spiritual world of the child;

- stimulating the development and self-development of the child,
addressing his inner world;

-use of democratic pedagogical tools and methods of teaching and
education (respect, encouragement, reliance on the positive);

- development of creative forces of each individual in the conditions of
collective community.

As it is in line with the main regulations that provide the educational
process in preschool education. Let us turn to the Basic Component of
Preschool Education (2021), which lays down the ideas of humanistic
pedagogy, aimed at humane treatment of the child [1].

The values of preschool education are determined, namely:

- recognition of the self-worth of preschool childhood, its potential and
special role in personal development;

- full development and further self-realization in life;

-respect for the child, the peculiarities of his development and
individual experience;

- strengthening the physical, mental and social health of the child;

- value life and well-being as the ability to nurture, maintain and create
favorable conditions for themselves and others in a safe environment in the
natural, material and social environment;

- development of creative talents, abilities, talents of children;

Preservation of traditions of national experience of family and social
education to enrich the cultural potential of intergenerational interaction.

In the educational areas (the content of preschool education on the
Basic component of preschool education) it is identified the tasks on the
emotional and value attitude of children [1].

A spiritually growing child desperately needs a spiritually mature adult
environment that protects him from all the evil present in life. According to
V. Sukhomlynskyi, all of us, teachers and adults, are responsible for the fate
of children and, accordingly, for the future of the whole nation, because it is
from the life values and guidelines laid down in childhood that all future life
of each individual and country depends. in general. A true community is
formed only where there is an experienced teacher who loves children, where
there is a cult of Man, Mind, Happiness, Freedom, Conscience, Justice [4].

There more and more creative teams appeare in Ukraine, that are
looking for new modern approaches to the organization of educational space,
expanding horizons for the creative use of various pedagogical technologies,
sharing experiences of humanizing the development, education and training
of preschoolers.

Preschool teachers today are expected to organize such activities that
would direct the child to the need to use their mental effort to find and
selective use of existing knowledge and skills to solve a new specific
problem.

Modern educators must focus their actions on the formation of
preschoolers' need for knowledge, which directs their cognitive activity,
stimulates the development of their own feelings and interests, they must
clearly understand the values of education and upbringing, be able to
understand and perceive different ideas, trends, creatively implement new
ideas.

Much of the past experience in the work of preschool education
institutions does not meet the needs of today, as well as society as a whole
and the needs of the child. Therefore, in order for the preschool education
industry to develop productively, new ideas and new educational
technologies are needed.

The main activities of preschool education at the present stage are as
follows: approbation of domestic and world educational and pedagogical
technologies; approbation of pedagogical technologies developed in the
course of experimental work of different levels; development and
experimental verification of productivity and capabilities of application of
educational pedagogical technologies [9].
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Various educational technologies are being introduced in preschool
institutions. Teachers-practitioners develop author's technologies, which
combine different variants of elements of tested educational technologies. As
a rule, all of them are focused on the implementation of the content and
achievement of the goal of preschool education, which is fixed in the Basic
component of preschool education (2021).

The source material for the development of educational technology is
theory and concept. The achievements of domestic and foreign teachers have
become a priority educational technologies in changing the didactic and
educational tasks of the educational process of Ukraine in preschool
institutions.

Educational pedagogical technologies are specific and quite complex,
require special knowledge, skills and abilities. Pedagogical technologies in
the system of preschool education testify to a qualitatively new stage of
interaction and development of scientific and pedagogical and pedagogical
creativity and processes of application of its results.

In order to promote the theoretical and methodological heritage of an
outstanding teacher and promote creative use in the practice of preschool
education institutions of the city the concept of V. O. Sukhomlynskyi ideas
between preschool institutions of the city of Mykolaiv and the Research
center of development of ideas of Vasily Sukhomlinsky of the
V. O. Sukhomlynskyi National University of Mykolaiv. An online club for all
interested in the pedagogical heritage of Vasyl Sukhomlynskyi "Vasyl
Sukhomlynsky and the present" has been created on the basis of Preschool
Institution Ne 82.

The main purpose of the online club is scientific and methodological
support of the study and creative implementation of leading ideas of
V. O. Sukhomlynskyi in the practice of preschool education; formation of
virtual space for popularization of leading theoretical and methodical ideas
among educators of Mykolaiv; creation of own original educational practices
on the basis of pedagogical ideas of V. Sukhomlynskyi; improving the
professional skills and level of managerial culture of heads of preschool
education institutions in the city.

The main tasks of the online club are: development of professional
competence of educators and managers of preschool education institutions;
promoting the creative development of V. Sukhomlynskyi pedagogical
technology in the educational practice of teachers of the city; formation of
innovative thinking, general and information culture.

The principles of the online club is the desire to share their creativity,
experience, knowledge; positive attitude to the materials of their colleagues;
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constructive criticism; professional communication; initiative; productivity;
activity; voluntariness; compliance with copyright.

A united team of like-minded people is working on the implementation
of creative tasks of education and development of preschool children,
improving the professional skills of teachers of the city, using the invaluable
treasures of the creative heritage of Vasyl Sukhomlynskyi.

On the website of the club "V. O. Sukhomlynskyi and the present”
interesting information is constantly provided, advisory, diagnostic,
organizational assistance is given. Participants are invited to browse the
portals of forums and blogs on professional topics, they are given the
opportunity in the web portal to present author's developments, articles,
teaching materials, manuals, photos and videos for self-presentation.

Innovative technologies, application of interactive methods, scientific
and methodical forms of work became the stimulating factor in the activity of
the team.

However, no matter how united, educated and enthusiastic the teaching
staff is, it will not succeed in raising children if its employees lack strong,
systematic, friendly contacts with the family. Therefore, at one of the
meetings it was decided to encourage the cooperation with parents.

To do this, we must first equip parents with psychological and
pedagogical knowledge. V. Sukhomlynskyi argued that pedagogy should
become a science for all i.e. for teachers and parents [3].

Researchers and teachers-practitioners used this idea to organize
substantive, systematic pedagogical and psychological education of parents.
The well-known "School of Young Parents" (introduced by
V. Sukhomlynskyi) works effectively on the club's pages. Interactive lectures
on a number of important topics have been developed for parental education:
"Using a fairy tale as a means of aesthetic education of preschool children",
"Game and its role in the aesthetic development of preschool children", "The
importance of children's literature, folklore in the development of children's
cognitive interests”, "The role of the family in the moral education of
preschool children", "Reading and spiritual development of the child in the
views of V. O. Sukhomlynskyi".

In order to practically implement the ideas of interaction and
partnership in the educational process, family celebrations are held in the
city's Preschool Institutions: "Mother's Day", "Father's Day", "Grandma's
Treasury", "Birthday", "Family is a school of children's feelings", "In love
and good we grow up here, children", "Happiness to be together", "Family as
a single star", etc. Parents are frequent visitors to the Preschool Institution

during master classes, acquaint children with their professions, etc.,
participate in sports competitions "Dad, Mom and me is a sports family".

In practice, educators read and discuss with children the works of
Vasyl Sukhomlynskyi. Tales, legends, stories of an outstanding teacher that
contribute to the intellectual, spiritual and physical development of the child.
By studying the works of Vasyl Oleksandrovych, each child learns to think.

Children and parents are invited to work together: read, analyze and
create improvements to the read work. Parents are always happy to help
create a variety of drawings, applications, compositions. The result of joint
activities of children, parents and educators is the exhibition of creative works
of "Sukhomlynsky treasury is a source of good and joy."

No event held in the city's institutions is left out, it has its own specific
practical incarnations:

- introduction of psychological and pedagogical achievements and
perspective pedagogical experience into the practice of preschool education
institutions;

- conducting a scientific-practical seminar on the basis of preschool
education institutions of the city with the participation of scientists,
practitioners, students;

- publication of abstracts, articles of research and teaching staff,
graduate students, educators, undergraduates;

- visiting the memorial museum in Pavlysh with coverage of work
experience.

The main creative search of the team today is the aesthetic education of
preschoolers through fairy tales, nature and art.

Research and teaching staff and educators are always in a creative
search to ignite other teachers of the city and region, this quest has a
beginning and probably has no end.

Thus, the experience of V. O.Sukhomlynskyi is relevant and
significant in today's conditions. Thorough study and implementation of the
ideas of pedagogical heritage of an outstanding teacher helps to improve the
educational process.

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3.2. Training tools and the direction of their use in improving the
physical qualities of wrestlers

In recent years, there has been a tendency to reconsider the direction
of physical training in the training of athletes of higher ranks. In particular,
the need for comprehensive development of basic physical qualities in
recent years is increasingly criticized. This is due to the fact that qualified
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athletes in most sports have leading and lagging behind the model
characteristics of quality. At the stage of higher sportsmanship, pulling the
lagging parties to the level of model characteristics can form only ordinary
mediocrity. Classes of every promising athlete, starting with first-graders,
should be aimed at educating a bright personality. The frontal method of
training highly qualified wrestlers is permissible only for short periods of
time, with basic training. But even in this case, it is desirable to select the
most acceptable structure and direction of funds. From this point of view, at
the stages of direct pre-competition training, the combined method of
improving technique and physical fitness should be used very carefully.
According to V.M. Kostyukevich, this is due to the fact that volumetric
complex loads inevitably lead to general functional fatigue of the body and
negatively affect the quality of effort regulation when performing specific
activities [5]. In this regard, in the cycles of competitions, more and more
attention is paid to the accentuated development of leading physical
qualities, in accordance with which the structure of the means is formed.

In the process of training wrestlers, a system of tools is used, which
are divided into general preparatory, special preparatory, basic and
competitive. In  addition, physiotherapy, psychoregulation and
pharmacology are used to enhance training interaction and regulation of
recovery processes.

General and preparatory include numerous and varied exercises in
other sports, general developmental, mobile and sports games. The largest
amount of these funds is used in the initial stages of training young and
young wrestlers. Practice shows that as the qualification of wrestlers
increases, the general preparatory exercises in the direction and magnitude
of the effort should be closer to the basic exercises.

Wrestlers of higher ranks (candidate for master of sports, master of
sports) when working with heavy loads should not seek to increase personal
achievements in push, jerk, etc., and develop a set of speed and strength
exercises, closely related to the structure most often their techniques. So, to
increase the effectiveness of throwing through the chest using weight
throws of different weights back in the open; to increase traction when
performing a throw through the back, various exercises with shock
absorbers and block devices; at insufficient speed of performance of a back
footboard performance of several series of jumps through barriers, inclusion
in each employment of long jumps (from a goat) with the subsequent jump
on increase of 50-70 cm brings considerable effect. Performance of
exercises on a swing with variable weights, widely used in the training of
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athletes. This orientation of speed and strength exercises allows you to
translate them into a group of special training tools [1].

A number of techniques (front and side judo coup, throws with the
capture of the legs — in freestyle wrestling, throw deflection, back and back
belt — in classical wrestling) requires significant coordinated exercises of
the legs and torso.

One of the effective exercises to improve strength in conditions close
to these throws is jumping with a weightlifter (24-32 kg) from the starting
position standing in a squat on two stands or gymnastic benches, followed
by lifting the weight to head level.

It is worth remembering that with the combined improvement of
technique and strength-speed-strength training, the weight of the partner
should not exceed the weight of the fighter by more than 10%. With great
effort, technical actions are fixed with a slow implementation of the main
phases of reception, which does not contribute to their implementation in a
competitive environment [2].

To prevent injuries during falls, wrestlers of all ranks are
recommended to master acrobatic jumps on the carpet and trampoline. As
practice shows, high-ranking wrestlers master somersaults back and forth
by bending on a trampoline in one session, and if you have an experienced
acrobatics specialist, they can learn somersaults back and forth by bending
for 2 weeks.

Acrobatics can increase the fitness of the vestibular analyzer so that
dangerous falls will be virtually eliminated. In everyday training, highly
qualified wrestlers do not receive such a load on the vestibular apparatus,
because they perform relatively few tricks (mostly throws).

In addition, acrobatic training on the track (various jumps and
bindings) not only trains the leg muscles, but also allows you to
significantly increase the speed of attacking actions, by increasing the
explosive force in the repulsion phase.

When using acrobatics of jumps it is necessary to consider that the
big loading on muscles of legs when performing jumps on a trampoline and
on an acrobatic track reduces efficiency of improvement of technics.
Therefore, acrobatics in the classroom should be used after improving the
technique or to allocate separate training for this purpose.

Unfortunately, jumping rope and spurs are of little use in the training
of wrestlers, which has a positive effect on the level of special ability to work.

Special training tools include exercises on the bridge (running, coups,
etc.), simulation exercises, mannequin throws, performing certain elements
of complex techniques (usually determining the effectiveness of throws) in
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the warm-up and in the morning, out of balance. (beating on socks,
twisting) on exercise machines, coma in judo. When improving all technical
actions, the emphasis is on the separation of the partner.

This group includes exercises for stretching muscles — longitudinal
and transverse twine, which must be constantly included in the warm-up.
Insufficient flexibility in the hip joints is the main cause of emerging thigh
muscle injuries in wrestlers. It should be borne in mind that the transverse
twine is a mandatory element of the «school» of all Japanese wrestlers,
including heavyweights.

The main exercises include competitive activities and all means of
improving technical and tactical skills. According to the degree of
compliance with the specifics of competitive activities, it is necessary to
distinguish, first of all, various skirmishes (competitive, control, skirmishes
conducted by the interval-circle method, training, training and educational).

Despite the fact that control fights best meet the specifics of
competitive activities, they are held only when necessary to model the
conditions of the tournament or to select a team. The mental stress inherent
in fights with major opponents does not allow you to use this effective tool
too often.

Often during training it is necessary to fix combinations and separate
receptions in the conditions close to competitive, without creating at the
same time considerable emotional pressure. In such cases, training
contractions are performed by the interval-circular method, which allows to
achieve the intensity of the competition without the inherent control of
mental contractions.

Tournament and match competitions can be not only the purpose of
training, but also its means. To do this, they should not affect the position of
the wrestler in the team, the athlete does not aim to win a prize. If you need
to lose more than 3 kg to participate in the competition, you can even
compete in the next weight category.

The main purpose of such control competitions is to increase the
functionality and improve the technique in the specific conditions of the
competition. In this respect, they are much more effective than training.
Despite all the efforts of coaches to create an atmosphere of the tournament
in the process of preparation in the fights, it is possible only at the level of
national teams of the country, where really equal in class wrestlers compete.
Therefore, the importance of such competitive fights is difficult to
overestimate, it is desirable to conduct them in long-term preparation for
the main competitions to test the effectiveness of training and correction of
certain parameters [4, 6].
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Factor analysis of indicators that characterize the basic physical
qualities of judokas (master of sports, master of sports of international
class), performed by G. B. Venglyarsky [3], shows that the leader among
them is special endurance, which has the highest correlation with a sports
result or the rank of a wrestler in a team.

The great importance of speed and strength training as sports skills
decrease, obviously, can be explained by the fact that the motor skills of
first-graders are not fixed firmly enough. In addition, a number of such
coordination and complex techniques as picking up, throwing through the
chest, landing and the like, requires a high level of strength training in their
study and improvement.

Thus, it can be stated that in wrestlers, less trained, general endurance
is much more important than special, in the structure of physical fitness of
more qualified athletes.

In the process of training wrestlers, a system of tools is used, which are
divided into general preparatory, special preparatory, basic and competitive.
The largest amount of these funds is used in the initial stages of training
young and young wrestlers. Practice shows that as the qualification of
wrestlers increases, the general preparatory exercises in the direction of
increasing the amount of load should be closer to the basic exercises.

Comprehensive physical training is the main prerequisite for learning
and training in any sport. The main purpose of special physical training in
sectional wrestling classes is to improve the qualities required for
successful training, provided by a comprehensive program of preparation
for competitions. Therefore, the means of educating the physical qualities
of the wrestler should be considered exercises that promote the formation
and improvement of skills in performing elements of the struggle. The level
of development of motor skills largely determines the tactical and technical
training of the wrestler, the style and nature of the wrestling match.

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3.4. Organization of animation programs in different types of youth
tourism

The implementation of the animation project depends on the
professional skills of the director and director of the animation program in
the field of tourism, which is determined by the ability to find the best,
acceptable ways to influence the tourist's personality, meet his needs and
interests. which are certain patterns, stable and reliable rules of operation of
the technological process [9].

To create an animation program, it is not enough to have a good
understanding of the laws of its dramatic construction. It is necessary to
know and clearly understand the possibilities of each means of expression,
to be able to use the possibilities of methods of artistic editing, illustration,
dramatization of the game. With these methods and various means is
created, ie. from the project the animation program in which social and
pedagogical and psychological problems are solved turns into a real
construction.

The first method used since the idea began to be formed is artistic
editing. In any animation program, specialists use editing during script
development. Alternation of facts, events, phenomena and their comparison
require installation (constructive or associative).

Artistic montage, first, expresses the author's opinion on the script,
his idea, vision of the world; secondly, it is a creative method, which in turn
requires professional training of a specialist, as well as a certain level of his
citizenship, life experience, culture. Without mastering the technique of
editing, it is impossible to ensure good quality animation program.

The second method is illustration, which is necessary to show the
content of information material in some form. Sometimes information is
formed through the synthesis of various emotional and expressive means,
which makes it more visible.
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The third method in the preparation of animation programs is
dramatization, which is a complex creative process that is closest to the
theater and has a deep socio-psychological justification.

The essence of the method of dramatization is a combination of
plasticity, sounds, colors, melodies in space and time, which reveals the
image in different variations, carrying them through a single "through
action" of the program.

The method of dramatization is designed to create an incredibly
active situation in which everyone present will actively respond as a
spectator, not a passive spectator [8].

The fourth method is game. This method in animation activity most
successfully combines information-logical and information-image thinking,
which synthesizes consciousness, pedagogy, art and creativity. It is
important for animation activities that the game is filled with plot content
and can be used as a director's technique.

The combination of these methods will allow to deeply and fully
reveal and put into practice animation programs, to create certain
preconditions in the development of tourism.

The use of certain methods is impossible without mastering the
script-directing technology of animation activities, which is the basis of
entertainment and includes the principles of drama (mass action, which is
created through the construction and reproduction of plot-based program
solutions) and directing mass animation programs.

The practical application of screenwriting techniques is subject to
certain principles, laws and methods, so if in theatrical work a particular
game acts as a source material and ideologically rich productivity is created
on the basis of its literary material, in the animation program it is by
expressive means based on life itself. , real factual or historical material,
real heroes or historical characters [4].

Creating a script for the program and its implementation is a creative
process that requires discovery, imagination and original methods of
organizing action. It should be effective and exciting (spectacular), has the
character of "visible scenario", ie not just literary descriptive, but to
anticipate all the episodes, key moments of the action and how it will be.

The script of the animation event is specific. Its specificity is that it is
not just a work of art, but a detailed plan of action, which includes various
elements, each of which has a content and structure.

An important stage of work on the script is the compositional
solution, ie construction, location of components that make up the action,
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the establishment of semantic and chronological dependence between them,
the order of their inclusion in the action.

In addition to the overall compositional solution, the script also
develops compositions for each of the elements included in it —
competitions, games, concerts, performances, auctions. Since each form of
mass animation is an organized action, it is based on general dramatic
principles [4].

Animation programs, which are developed in the context of certain
types of youth tourism, have their own characteristics. They are aimed at
relaxation and activation of tourists [3; 2].

Sports animation programs are designed for tourists who are fond of
a particular sport and came to the sports and tourist complex for sports on a
certain system of training in combination with recreation.

Sports and health programs differ from sports in that they are
designed for tourists, sports and leisure enthusiasts, for whom the tourist
complex is the only place and opportunity to restore strength and health
through active exercise in clean nature and clean air.

Sports and entertainment programs are aimed at tourists of all ages.
They are built to attract tourists to active traffic through attractive, exciting,
fun competitions and various competitions.

Sports and educational programs are based on attracting tourists to
the spiritual and moral values in the process of active recreation (hiking,
walking tours).

Excursion programs consist of different types of excursions, and
educational programs help tourists to acquire different skills and abilities
(in swimming and other different types of sports, crafts) [7; 9; 6; 1].

Cultural and cognitive animation programs of the tourist complex are
based on the tourist's involvement in the cultural, historical and spiritual
values of the nation, country, local population and include: visits to
museums, theaters, cinemas, art galleries, parks, exhibitions, concerts,
poetry evenings. Some of these programs depend on the solvency of
tourists, the level of their intellectual development.

Adventure-game animation programs are based on the contact of the
tourist with interesting, exciting, unusual (for example, participation in role-
playing games and competitions, visiting caves, pirate picnics, evenings of
folk tales and legends, night hike through a themed picnic). These programs
are in demand regardless of gender, nationality, education of vacationers.

Amateur (creative-labor) animation programs are based on attracting
tourists to creativity, competitions in the manufacture of local products,
which arouses their interest in the national characteristics of the local
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population. After participating in such a program, the guest notes that he
learned to communicate in the local national language, got acquainted with
national musical instruments, dances, cuisine and more. Forms of these
programs can be varied: an auction of products made of natural materials,
an amateur photography competition, an exhibition of sand sculpture, a
festival of author's poems and songs.

Spectacular and entertaining animation programs include: festive
events, competitions, festivals, carnivals, themed days, fairs, discos, dance
evenings.

Animation programs such as "communication of interest" are
essentially combinations of these programs, but here we need to pay more
attention to the relaxed, unobtrusive, comfortable environment that would
promote communication in accordance with interests, desires,
temperaments and more. During the development of these programs are, in
particular, the following:

- meeting the need for self-expression;

- encouraging tourists to develop their skills;

- direction of entertainment and skills in a creative direction;

- change of image, removal of tension;

- getting rid of daily problems and stresses;

- acquisition of additional knowledge in the field of culture.

In order to meet the needs of guests, animation programs must vary
throughout the season in terms of content, intensity, time and other
parameters.

The work of preparing and conducting an animation program for
young people can be divided into several stages:

I The first stage — preparatory , which includes:

- analysis of the proposed animation programs;

- definition of goals and objectives;

- choice of place and time of the program;

- designing an animation program taking into account the age, ethnic
and other characteristics of consumers of this service;

- creation or selection of scenarios of animation activities included in
the program;

- estimating the costs of the program;

- selection of creative teams and distribution of responsibilities
within the animation teams;

- technical training (selection of material manuals, purchase of
inventory, production of decorations, costumes, props, etc.).
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- installation of sound and light equipment, other technical means,
stage design, production of phonograms, etc.;

- conducting rehearsals, learning the rules of the game, etc.;

- conducting an advertising campaign of planned animation events.

1I. The second stage — the initial , during which:

A) tourists, hotel guests are informed about the availability and
content of the animation program for different groups and categories of
tourists;

B) contact is established with guests, recording for various animation
programs and collecting applications.

1l The third stage is a meaningful stage of the animation program.
This is a responsible job for all participants: it is necessary to combine the
efforts of all the animators involved and solve the tasks.

The fourth stage is the final one, during which the results are
summed up:

- rewarding participants and saying goodbye to guests;

- analysis of the program;

- consumer survey with subsequent analysis;

- work on improving the program.

Of particular importance in the organization of animation programs
in youth tourism is the method of preparation and conduct of various
games.

The method of organizing the game is as follows:

= the artistic decision of game is defined;

» preliminary work with the audience is carried out;

= leaders (leaders) and participants of the game from among the
tourists who stand out;

= the system of awards for the winners is determined;

= the rules of the game are explained.

The animator monitors the progress of the game and compliance with
its rules. At the same time, it is necessary to create risk situations that will
cause excitement in players, as well as a situation of uncertainty —
opportunities for both loss and win.

It is important to create such conditions for young tourists, in which
they could organize some elements of the games themselves. For example,
give them the opportunity to choose the place of the game. This may be a
special room at the camp site. Perhaps tourists would like to hold an event
near the entertainment bar, garden, disco, beach, campfire, swimming pool,
etc. The offer of vacationers to choose the artistic solution of the game will
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help to establish contacts and attract tourists closer to each other in the
group. After the game, you need to create an additional backup program in
case of unforeseen circumstances that are selected and composed. After the
game, the animator should analyze the game program, which will allow him
to give an objective assessment of the conditions for its implementation, to
identify all the positive and negative aspects, as well as shortcomings, so as
not to make such mistakes in the future.

Playing in the animation programs of tourist routes is an important
part of them, on which pleasant or unpleasant memories of the entertaining
side of the trip largely depend, so it is important that the animation program
was carefully thought out and developed.

Thus, the implementation of the animation project depends on the
professional skills of the director and director of the animation program in
the field of tourism, which is determined by the ability to find the best,
acceptable ways to influence the tourist's personality to meet their needs
and interests. and economic conditions of methods to be stable and reliable
rules of operation of the technological process [8; 4; 3; 5].

Thus, based on the theoretical study, the following conclusions can
be drawn:

1. Tourist animation is a kind of service, the purpose of which is to
improve the quality of service, attract tourists to various recreational
activities of the tourist complex. This activity is aimed at meeting the
animation needs of tourists;

2. Program animation influence on a person during his rest in one
way or another contributes to the preservation and restoration of his health:
somatic, physical, mental, moral.

Currently, the inclusion of animation programs of cultural, educational,
sports, entertainment, sports, entertainment, adventure and gaming in the
content of tourist routes and trips in the work of tourist complexes increases
their prestige and demand in the market of tourist services.

Having fun, young people meet their spiritual needs, evaluate their
own personality, analyze the role on the scale of various subsystems.
Entertainment processes take place in both natural and artificial
environments.

The social orientation of animation programs for young people is
manifested in the fact that it serves the formation of new personal and social
needs, as well as the manifestation and development of needs. Animation
programs, solving multifaceted tasks (especially education, the formation of
optimism, education, recreation and human culture) essentially shape and
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develop the personality. Filling with entertainment, part of their free time
tourists restore themselves as a unit of labor.

Thanks to the animation, tourists get positive emotions and strive to
visit again and again exactly the tourist enterprise where they have been.
Thus, we can rightly say that animation is a kind of advertising, attracting
guests and their acquaintances, which aims to promote the tourist product
on the market to increase the profitability and profitability of the tourism
business.

When developing animation programs for young people, it is
important to consider the following conditions:

- differentiated approach to identifying and accounting for socio-
cultural needs and interests of different groups of young people;

- inclusion in the animation programs of tours of popular forms of
leisure activities among young people;

- stylistic unity between the main excursion program of the tour and
its animation part.

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3.6. Vaccination as one of key elements of health save

It’s known that the key elements of health care are proper nutrition,
physical activity, rejection of smoking and alcohol, but one of the most
important aspects of health care is vaccination in case of spread of
infectious diseases and introduction of severe quarantine restrictions for
preventing the spread of viruses and infection.

According to the WHO, vaccination supports the human immune
system and actively fights against the virus and bacteria that cause
infectious diseases. Without it, even a person, who adheres to the classic
rules of health care, can get infected, or die from viral disease. However,
high physical activity contributes to an effective immune response to
infectious diseases after vaccination.

Research on the problem of vaccination as one of the key elements
of health care is found in F. Siraj, G. C. Lim Wong, V. Narang, Y. Lu, etc.
Indian scientist F. Siraj in his studies points to the positive impact of
physical activity on an effective immune response. Scientists A. Ledo,
D. Schuba, C. Ziller, etc. have studied the impact of side effects after
vaccines on athletes' physical activity. American scientists J. Woods,
K. Keylock, T.Lowder and others have found that there is a close
connection between regular exercise and active immunization of the body
after vaccination. British researchers K. M. Edwards, V. E. Burns, and
others have analyzed that high acute stress contributes to the high
development of the immune system after vaccination.

At the same time, there are a number of significant scientific studies
that show the close connection between vaccination and physical activity.
We will analyze the results of these researches in detail.

According to the World Health Organization, vaccination (or
immunization) is a key component of primary health care and an
indisputable human right. This organization stresses that immunization is
a success story in the field of health and development, which saves
millions of lives every year. Vaccines reduce the risk of disease, working
with the natural protection of the human body to create immune
protection [1]. An Indian scientist F. Siraj considers that vaccination
provides not only individual protection for vaccinated people, but also the
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protection of the community by reducing the spread of disease within the
human population. He also stresses that smallpox has been completely
eliminated and polyomielite eliminates with the help of vaccines [2].
However, during the coronavirus pandemic, which, despite the war, is still
ongoing, there are no concrete facts that would indicate a close link
between physical activity and vaccination from COVID-19. The problem
is being actively investigated now. Foreign scientists A. Ghram,
W. Moalla and C.J.Lavie, who analyzed the scientific literature on
immunology, have summarized that physical exercises, as an aid to
immune function to reduce the risk of infectious diseases, can increase
immunity after vaccination against coronavirus [3]. Despite this, German
scientists F. Shwendinger, D. Infanger, M. Faulgaber and others
conducted a distance survey, which was conducted by an online asylum-
applicant with 1516 respondents, in German-speaking countries, such as
Switzerland, Austria and Germany in August 2021. It was concluded that
there was no significant influence of physical activity on immune
protection against the disease after the first vaccine against the
coronavirus, [4]. However, researchers have explored the connection
between influenza vaccination, poliomielite, diphtheria, other diseases,
and physical activity, and have shown its impact on the healthy lifestyle
of young people and citizens in general before the onset of a coronavirus
pandemic.

Foreign researchers A. Ledo, M. Enders, etc. studied the impact of
side effects of influenza vaccine on athletes' physical activity in various
sports (basketball, badminton, triathlon, marathon, swimming, football
and others) in January, 2020. 46 sportsmen took part in the research.
According to the research results, there were no evidence of immune
system and physical activity after influenza vaccination [5]. Scientists
from Singapore and France, who made a long-term research, concluded
that the best immunological response is observed in those people who
have developed physical activity (during the week after vaccination, older
people had 18,509 steps per day, which is a direct sign of high physical
activity) [6]. The report from the Irish Institute for longevity Research
(TILDA) is also a significant contribution to the study. It argued that
increased physical activity can improve specific antibodies’ reactions that
help vaccines provide longer immune protection for older people. There
are also proven studies of the impact of regular exercises on active
immunizations of the body after vaccination [7]. For example, scientists
from the University of Illinois (the USA) conducted a research,
participants of which were elderly people (mostly about 70 years old),
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who had cardiovascular diseases and conducted sedentary way of life. The
participants of the experiment performed physical exercises that improved
the cardiovascular system, in average intensity (3 sessions per week and
up to 60 minutes per day). There was a noticeable improvement in the
immune system during the swine influenza pandemic [8]. This study is
one of the best findings that physical exercises help to get an immune
response from vaccination. There are some studies that prove the close
connection between the spiritual component of a healthy lifestyle and the
effectiveness of immune response vaccines. Scientists from the University
of Birmingham (the UK) conducted a study of 31 people and 29 women
on the main criteria: the level of doing dynamic exercises, level of mental
stress and level of mental control. After the initial basic level, the
participants fulfilled their allocated 45-minute task, and then received a
vaccine against influenza. The same procedure was done for the 20-th
week after vaccination. Women and men with high physical activity and,
surprisingly, high levels of acute stress had a higher immune response
than those who controlled emotions [9]. Similar conclusions were reached
by scientists from the University of Kentucky (the USA) who conducted
an experiment in a group of 134 participants aged 74 [10]. In turn,
scientists from the United States conducted studies on the basis of 2307 of
6452 patients in 2012-2013, who had influenza, and proved that the
decline in the effectiveness of the age immune system affects the immune
response after vaccination. That is why elderly people are considered the
most vulnerable group of the population for influenza and coronavirus
vaccine [11]. Unfortunately, there is a tendency in the world to
reducement of the movement activity in favor of modern technologies,
which leads to ineffective immune response of vaccines to the body and
becomes a reason for spreading misinformation about the vaccine,
development of antivaccination movement. Analyzed the above-stated
trend of R. Guthold, D. Stevens, L. Riley, F. Bulle, who in a joint analysis
of 358 population polls with 1,9 million participants on the global trend of
underactivity from 2001 to 2016, said that approximately one-quarter of
the world’s population is considered to be physically inactive (heir
movement does not meet the minimum international recommendations,
namely: 150 minutes per week moderate (e.g. walking) or 75 minutes per
week energetic (e.g. very fast walking) aerobics activities
respectively) [12].

Based on the above facts, it is possible to conclude that regular
exercise, acute stress, strong sleep promote high immunization of the
human body after vaccination. Vaccination is only one of the most
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important factors of health care, but it is necessary to maintain an active
lifestyle and care for balanced nutrition, ignoring smoking and alcohol
consumption.

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4.8. Financial instruments as a tool to support the economy: Ukrainian
andi nternational experience

The military aggression of the Russian Federation into the territory of
independent Ukraine, which began on 24 February 2022, has caused many
negative economic consequences for all economic actors. The Government
of Ukraine is doing its utmost to mitigate the negative economic
consequences for businesses and citizens of Ukraine. The laws adopted by
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the Ukrainian government under martial law are aimed at stabilizing the
Ukrainian economy and supporting the population affected by the Russian
military actions on the territory of Ukraine.

A large part of the steps taken by the Ukrainian government relates to
finance. The effective management of the state in wartime conditions has
been made possible, among other things, by international financial support.
It should be noted that 95% of the aid Ukraine receives from other states
and international organizations is given on a repayment basis.

As of 10 April 2022, the World Bank predicts that Ukraine's
economy will contract by 45.1% in 2022 due to a full-scale Russian
invasion. Also, the World Bank predicts that the number of poor people in
Ukraine will almost quadruple as a result of the war. The share of poor
people in 2022 could reach 70%, up from 18% recorded in 2021 [5].

The World Bank predicts that in 2022 almost 20% of Ukrainians will
have to live on less than $5.5 a day (the international poverty line for upper-
middle-income countries), compared with only 1.8% before the war.
Another 59% of the Ukrainian population will be at risk of poverty. The
World Bank predicts that Ukraine's economy will shrink by 45.1% in 2022
because of Russia's full-scale invasion.

A significant post-war support package will be needed to overcome
poverty in Ukraine. Otherwise, even by 2025, the figure will be above 60%.
As of April 2022, financial support from the World Bank allows Ukraine to
carry out basic functions, including paying medical salaries, pensions, and
social assistance. The World Bank was created in 1944 to help Europe
recover from World War II. The World Bank is preparing to help Ukraine
recover from the war. As of early April 2022, the World Bank's aid to
Ukraine amounted to 312m euros.

The IMF has increased emergency financing for aid to Ukraine to
$1.5bn and launched a special account for further funding. The amount
includes a $1bn payment to the International Development Association,
which provides long-term interest-free development loans to the poorest
countries. Together with international partners, the IMF is preparing for a
major reconstruction effort. Immediate priorities for peace are to end the
war in Ukraine, confront the pandemic and tackle inflation and debt.

In March 2022 the European Investment Bank allocated 668 million
euros to the Government of Ukraine for emergency liquidity support. Also,
the European Investment Bank announced a €4 billion funding program for
2022 and 2023 to help EU countries host refugees from Ukraine fleeing the
Russian invasion.
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According to the UN, as of 8 April 2022, 4,441,663 Ukrainian
citizens had fled abroad to escape the Russian invasion. Most of them (over
2.5 million) left for Poland. More than 678,000 more have left for Romania.
Many refugees are also in Hungary (413,000), Moldova (406,000), the
Russian Federation (389,000), and Slovakia (310,000) [4].

A new European Investment Bank program is earmarked to finance
the development of key social infrastructure for the delivery of public
services to refugees, including accommodation, schools, hospitals, and
kindergartens. Financial support will be complemented by advisory support
to help local authorities in EU member states with free technical assistance
to quickly assess local needs, plan, prioritize and prepare appropriate
investments [3].

Ukraine has received financial assistance from the EU and individual
states:

1) macro-financial assistance from the EU (EUR 600 million);

2) grant aid from Italy (110 million euros);

3) loan agreement with Canada (CAD 500 mln on preferential terms;
loan repayment period of 10 years);

4) A loan from the French Development Agency (EUR 300 million;
the loan has a fixed interest rate of 1.04 percent per annum for 15 years,
with a grace period of five years from the signing of the loan agreement).

External support from the international community helps Ukraine
maintain relative stability under martial law. But the effective functioning
of the state is possible if the business operates within the country.

According to the World Bank's Q1 2022 report, more than half of
Ukraine's businesses are closed, while those still open operate at a much
lower capacity. The closure of shipping on the Black Sea has cut about 90%
of the country's grain exports and half of its total exports. The war has made
economic activity impossible in large parts of the country and disrupted
agricultural planting and harvesting. Future economic growth has been
damaged, not least due to the outflow of Ukrainian refugees to other
countries.

As of 11 April 2022, the total damage to the Ukrainian economy due
to the war ranges from $564 billion to $600 billion. In 47 days of Russian
aggression in Ukraine, at least 23,000 kilometers of roads and 37,000
square meters of housing have been damaged, destroyed, or seized. 277
bridges and bridge crossings, 10 military airfields, eight airports, and two
ports have been damaged.

In the first month of the war, total direct losses of SMEs are
estimated at $85 billion. In addition, 21.6% of SMEs stopped working
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altogether. A third of their staff has been laid off and another third put on
leave.

Ukrainian SMEs have laid off about 1.2m employees (33%) and put
34% of their staff on leave since the war started. Of the remaining 42%
work on reduced wages.

21.6% of SMEs have stopped working completely. Another 34.3%
have stopped work almost completely.

22.9% of businesses have increased their workload in recent weeks,
indicating a gradual recovery in business activity.

18.2% of businesses have relocated, with another 3.4% in the process
of relocation. The geography of relocation is predominantly within Ukraine.
But 12% of businesses have fully or partially relocated their business
activity outside Ukraine.

Microbusinesses expect turnover in 2022 of 71.8% compared to
2021. Small businesses expect a turnover of 61.7% in 2022 compared to
2021. The medium business expects a turnover in 2022 of 47.3% compared
to 2021.

The best expectations are in the IT sector, food trade, health care,
professional services, machine-building, and wholesale trade.

The Ukrainian government, with the participation of Ukrainian
banks, offers support to businesses through a system of concessional loans.

The Ministry of Finance of Ukraine will allocate UAH 2.3 billion for
preferential loans for entrepreneurs in the agricultural sector under the
program "Affordable loans 5-7-9%". This will substantially simplify the
conditions for lending to entrepreneurs, in particular the possibility of
obtaining concessional loans at 0% per annum with a guarantee from the
Ukrainian government of 80% [1].

PrivatBank offers loans for businesses on the following terms. Loans
of up to UAH 2m for legal entities and up to UAH 1m for entrepreneurs are
provided. The money will be given out for the term of up to 3 years with the
state compensating the interest under the program 5-7-9%: 1) up to 0%
during the martial law period and one month after it ends; 2) up to 5% after
the mentioned period (the standard one-time fee is 1% of the loan amount).

UAH 2bn will be allocated for the new business-loan program. No
additional collateral, except the personal guarantee of business owners, will
be required from clients. The loans will be used to support: 1) exporters and
businesses/entrepreneurs who work in food distribution; 2) producers of
consumer goods, their retail and wholesale trade; 3)providing
transportation services as well as medical, household, and tourism services.
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Oschadbank will lend to customers who have to relocate their
businesses without changing their type of activity from regions where
active hostilities are taking place to safe regions of Ukraine.

The loan will be available not only to regular but also to new
customers of Oschadbank. To participate in the program the company must
have at least 2 years of business experience.

The participants of the program can expect:

- loans for replenishment of current assets for up to 36 months and
investment needs for up to 60 months;

- 0% interest rate for a client when attracting financing under the
state program "Affordable credits 5-7-9%";

- reimbursement of up to 50% of the loan amount under the state
guarantee program on a portfolio basis;

- possibility to attract up to UAH 60 min;

- Oschadbank also considers other types of collateral.

Ukraine's Ministry of Digital Transformation is actively supporting
businesses by continuing to help businesses get back to work faster to boost
the country's economy and provide jobs.

Ukraine's Ministry of Digital Transformation has launched a platform
to help move businesses out of the hot spots and continue their operations in
a safer place [2].

This platform is for:

1) businesses that have applied for relocation;

2) companies wishing to assist businesses with relocation;

3) Representatives of the Ministry of Economy, military
administrations, companies that help with applications, logistics, relocation
process, finding new production facilities and relocating workers, etc.

Both businesses in need of relocation and companies willing to
provide premises or other assets for this purpose can apply.

The platform was launched by Prozorro.Sales on the initiative of the
Ministry of Economy, as well as with the support of the Ministry of Finance
and Dia.Biznesa. Also, the Cabinet of Ministers instructed the State Property
Fund (SPF) to prepare proposals to simplify the procedure for leasing
municipal and state property and optimize the relocation of companies.

Actions of the Ukrainian government aimed at supporting the financial
sector of the Ukrainian economy were carried out in the following directions.

1. The fixation of the exchange rate at the start of the war and the
introduction of capital restrictions have significantly reduced the pressure
on the foreign exchange market. Given the expected limited revenues in the
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second quarter of 2022, further support from international donors is
increasingly important.

2. The level of international reserves of the NBU remains at an
acceptable level, but the export potential is significantly limited, in
particular, due to logistical problems. Energy prices, especially natural gas,
have risen rapidly. The war has also led to a worsening of global growth
forecasts and a reduction in global trade.

3. The liquidity of the banking sector is high — customer funds in all
currencies have increased by UAH 41 billion since the outbreak of
hostilities.

4. The National Bank continues to implement anti-crisis measures to
support banks under martial law. In particular, banks have been allowed
"credit holidays" and non-inclusion of overdue loans in credit risk
assessment, as well as restructuring of loans to debtors affected by Russia's
aggression.

5. To preserve financial stability, emission financing of the state
budget by the National Bank should be further minimized. Increased budget
expenditures should be allocated primarily to the priority areas of national
defense and social protection, while at the same time the provision of tax
exemptions should be exceptional rather than across-the-board.

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4.9. Ensuring competitiveness and development of self-government
through mechanisms of management of health and sustainable
education

The dehumanization of the principles of coexistence of people in
society, the ambivalence of cultural priorities, have different effects on public
health. There is a violation of the management mechanisms of the public
health system, which currently operate quite inconsistently and require
optimization of existing resources and significant strengthening of the
procedural side of public administration, significantly changing both
theoretical and methodological principles of these markets in the context of
competitiveness and development. municipality. Thus, one of the most
problematic places is the study of aspects of a comprehensive assessment of
the value approach to understanding human and social health, identifying
trends and prospects of psychological and pedagogical mechanisms of health,
which should focus not only sick but also relatively healthy man. Therefore,
an important component of the study is a set of theoretical, methodological
and practical issues of effective improvement of methodological approaches
to the application of management mechanisms for creating a healthy
educational space [1]. Another important issue in solving the problems of
managing the creation of a health-preserving educational space is the
improvement of the tools of the public health system, indices and indicators
for quantitative and qualitative assessment of the process. Therefore, the
study of different approaches to creating a healthy educational space and
development opportunities is becoming important.

The purpose of the study is to substantiate the application of
mechanisms and tools for managing the creation of health-preserving
educational space to ensure competitiveness and development of self-
government through the formation and improvement of tools for public
health. State psychological and pedagogical mechanisms of education
management are important for the socio-economic development of society,
providing people with relevant knowledge and skills that form health-
oriented, health-creative and health-preserving competencies to improve the
lives of all actors in education, in particular managers, teachers, students,
pupils and their parents, other employees of the industry. The first part of
the Constitution of Ukraine states: "Everyone has the right to proper, safe
and healthy working conditions, to a salary not lower than that prescribed
by law". Article 43 emphasizes that everyone has the right to a safe and
healthy environment and to compensation for violations of this right to
harm. Article 50 of the Constitution of Ukraine states that everyone is
guaranteed the right to free access to information on the state of the
environment, the quality of food and household items, as well as the right to
disseminate it. Such information cannot be classified by anyone [2]. Article
26 of the Law of Ukraine “On Education” states that ensuring safe and
harmless conditions for education, work and upbringing in educational
institutions is entrusted to their owner or to the body authorized by him, the
head of the institution or educational institution.

However, the calculation of competitiveness indicators due to the use
of tools for managers of different national verticals is determined not only
by its professionalism, level of qualification, but also depends on
experience, skills, their professionally significant qualities, including
responsibility for their own continuous professional development, ability to
perceive new, creative development, innovative research and discoveries, as
well as competence mobility. In order to "assess the competitiveness of
individual countries by ensuring an understanding of the impact of their
productivity, health and prosperity" [6], one should take into account the
indicator calculated annually by the World Economic Forum — the Global
Competitiveness Index. The index consists of 113 indicators, which are
grouped into 12 indicators, grouped into three groups of sub-indices: basic
requirements; efficiency amplifiers; factors of innovation and improvement.
The set of two-thirds variables consists of a global survey of 1,300 business
leaders from different countries and industries to cover a wide range of
factors influencing the business climate in the countries studied, and one-
third from publicly available sources, including statistics and research
carried out on a regular basis by international organizations. The choice of
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these variables is determined by theoretical and empirical research, and no
factor alone can ensure the competitiveness of the economy.

For a more detailed study of various aspects of the state mechanisms
of health care activities of the education system of Ukraine, it should also
be considered as a multifaceted system that operates on the basis of vertical
and horizontal state verticals. Scientific substantiation of the peculiarities of
the functioning of the education system in the territorial aspect is necessary
for the appropriate reproduction of the diversity of socio-economic, natural,
cultural conditions of the communities of Ukraine.

It is obvious that the essence of the state mechanisms of introduction
of health-preserving technologies in the educational space for the purpose
of preservation of health of children and youth, able-bodied adult
population is actualized; awareness of pedagogical, scientific and
pedagogical workers of the responsibility for maintaining health as a public
value. Some authors substantiate health technologies as an analysis of ideas
about the concept of "health technologies” in the education system shows
the need to separate health education technologies from hygienic, medical
and rehabilitation contexts, and improve the pedagogical content of this
concept [4, P. 12].

Undoubtedly, an important part of the management process is the
final assessment of its effectiveness. The effectiveness of public
administration is one of the necessary conditions for the successful
functioning of the public administration system to achieve competitiveness,
taking into account the elements of influence on the development of self-
government [1]. Against the background of the quantitative exponential
expansion of the educational system, the increase in the number of
educational institutions, the problems of educational development have
sharpened. Among the urgent problems are the health aspect of the relative
reduction of the quality and relevance of education, its compliance with
modern requirements, reducing the application of public administration
mechanisms to create a healthy educational space [1]. It should also be
noted that the training of education managers is rather weak in accordance
with these mechanisms to meet the needs of education; social situation in
connection with the COVID-19 pandemic, the tuberculosis epidemic,
measles, primary disease and there is a tendency to reduce the incidence of
the population of Ukraine.

The search for improvement of both tools and mechanisms of
mobility of public education management, the optimal distribution of
powers between different verticals of government is the subject of constant
attention of the government. Thus, the above requires mobility in improving
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the mechanisms of public administration of education, which remains quite
relevant, especially in conditions of extraordinary challenges for Ukraine.
The need to preserve human capital in the midst of the deep contradictions
of social development and the global economic crisis poses a challenge to
governments to ensure the development of young people as a healthy and
educated part of society. For example, the Madrid Conference of European
Ministers of Health (1981) recognized education as a priority for
maintaining and promoting public health. According to the Ottawa Charter
(WHO, 1986), which governs the world community, education on health
and healthy living is an integral part of policies designed to reduce the
impact of social, economic and environmental inequalities. Education in
modern conditions is recognized as one of the most important factors in
promoting the health and health of young people, along with community
development, policy, legislation [4]. This indicates the need to resolve the
contradiction between the task set before the educational sector of Ukraine
to create a health-preserving space, taking into account the effective
international and domestic historical experience gained in this field. Thus,
the identified level of the problem, its scientific and social significance are
now becoming particularly significant.

We propose another paradigm of psychological and pedagogical
mechanisms of public administration, in particular education, in a
transitional society. As a constructive view, the concept occupies a place
between the second and third paradigms. This emphasizes the priority of
joint action of the first person and subordinates. The driving factor of this
paradigm of development of such management system is balanced state
mechanisms, when the interests of all its subjects and substructures are
taken into account. This approach involves abandoning the outdated
administrative-command alliance, and requires consideration of the nature
of the appropriate self-organization of the subject and object of
management. At the same time, the target functions of management
structures and objects of management are combined through the processes
of dialogic adaptation, which are carried out as a result of regulation,
mutual adaptation of these functions in the course of polylogical
accompanying educational monitoring [4. P. 64-72; 6]. It is education that
determines the competitiveness of the state for the long term. In the near
future, the most successful in the labor market will be professionals who
know how to learn throughout life, think critically, set goals and achieve
them, work in a team, communicate in a multicultural environment and
have other modern skills. Nowadays, a specialist who is able to quickly and
effectively navigate in a professional environment that is constantly

transforming, making qualified decisions, adapting to new conditions and
circumstances is becoming popular. These are the leading factors of
successful professional self-realization of the individual, taking into account
the basic principles of self-government.

Thus, the health approach is part of the overall development process,
including the implementation of new management mechanisms in education
and society are the leading tools of the organizational mechanism and the
impact of health factors in all parts of the education system to create health
educational space and achieving competitiveness, taking into account the
elements of influence on the development of self-government.
